STATEMENT ON SCIENCE POLICY

Question No. 173-Mr. Broadbent:

Hon. C. M. Drury (President of the Treasury
Board): 1. The Government is at present re-
ceiving advice from many sources regarding
science and technology in Canada. It is yet to
be determined if it would be useful to en-
deavour to articulate a statement compre-
hending all science policy. There may evolve
a series of policy statements covering specific
areas of Canadian activity.

2. The Privy Council Committee on Scien-
tifie and Industrial Research meets weekly
and does give consideration to the various
recommendations of the Science Council of
Canada. The Government acts upon those
recommendations which it deems timely and
makes announcements where appropriate.
