OVERPAYMENTS TO UGANDAN REFUGEES-SUGGESTED
ACTION TO RECOVER

tion is for the Minister of Manpower and Immigration. As
$188,500 of the total of $824,000 paid to Ugandan refugees
represents overpayments made because of misrepresenta-
tion or fraud, and as two of the recipients of the money
were able to purchase a motel in British Columbia costing
$127,000, will the minister conduct a ministerial or judicial
inquiry to establish ways and means to ensure the recov-
ery of such overpayment?

Hon. Robert K. Andras (Minister cf Manpower and
Immigration): Mr. Speaker, I believe that is standard
procedure, but I wilI look into the matter.

While I am on my feet, Mr. Speaker, may I say that I
may have inadvertently misled the House in the sense that
I said to the hon. member for Hamilton-Wentworth that
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
