It wants to leave everything the way it
is. This is why we are going backwards. It is the old turkey
dance-one step forward and about five steps backward. Tbis
bill shouId be passed. Farmers sbould bie given an opportunity
to say whether they want to do it or flot.

Tbis bill, Mr. Speaker, referred to as the Bill to Amend the
Canadian Wheat Board Act, is aimed at extending the objects
and powers of the Canadian Wheat Board so as to allow it to
purcbase and market surplus or deteriorating grain for eventu-
al use in the production of fuel alcohol, or farm ethanol, as tbis
surplus is called. Now, I do not think that a country like
Canada, wbicb bas an excellent reputation as a top quality
wheat producer, would purposeiy produce wheat for the pro-
duction of fuel alcobol.
