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(2) The member desiring to make
such a motion rises in his place, asks
leave to move the adjournment of the
House for the purpose of discussing a
definite matter of urgent public impor-
tance, and states the matter.

(3) He then hands a written state-
ment of the matter proposed to be dis-
cussed to Mr. Speaker, who, if he thinks
it in order, and of urgent public impor-
tance, reads it out and asks whether the
member has the leave of the House. If
objection is taken, Mr. Speaker requests
those members who support the motion
to rise in their places and, if more than
twenty members rise accordingly, Mr.
Speaker calls upon the member who has
asked for leave.

(4) If less than twenty, but not less
than five, members rise in their places,
the question whether the member has
leave to move the adjournment of the
House shall be put forthwith, without
debate, and determined, if necessary,
by a division.
