Underground Stacky or, the remainder of Exhibition
Room floor, to be storage for valuable books, etc.

This space is absolutely necessary to house
Mussen and Morgan Collections, and to provide
gpace for the public Librexry exhibitions.

Next three floors to be go arrenged that

(a) McTavish Street end contains & special
reading room with stack storage immed-
istely connected.

Two storeys of stacks to each reading
room,

These: special libraries and stacks to

be allotted to the Blackasder Library of
Architecture, the Blacker Library of
Zoology, and, possibly, the Emma Shearer
Wood Library of Ornithology .

If the new comstruction runs far enough to the

east the remaining portion of the stack at the east-
ern end should be connected with floors of the pre-
