Colored Shoes,

Why the colored shoe should have
been given the cold shoulder is diffi
cult to see. There is no shoe so use
ful and so0 acceptable for summer
wear as the tan, and there has been
much genuine disappolntment on the
part of the public at the practical
discontinuance of the same. The peo-
ple certalnly were not consulted in
the substitution of black and particu
larly patent for summer wear. In the
United States there is a strong rever-
slon in progress towards the tan shoe.
In the finer lines of men's and wo-
men's several shades are shown, and
prospects point to a largely increased
sale. In Canada the shoe manufac
turer does not appear to be as sure of
his ground and goes slow both from
fear of the slackness of demand and
the possible difficulty of securing an
adequate supply of colored stock.
