Because of tbe limited
time between now and the expiration of this session and the
amount of work this committee will have to do to try to bring
in a reasonable report wbicb may be left as a legacy to the
next parliament and the next government, we would like to get
the matter under way as soon as possible. I would be prepared
to waive any rigbt to debate the matter if I can get the
undertaking that if I move the motion now it will be accepted.
