TREATY EFFECTIVE

Discussion on Tenth of
Next Month.

Paris, July 30.—It is expected in
French circles that the discussion of
the German peace treaty will open
about August 10 in the chamber of
deputies and will continue for three
or four days. There .will then be a
three or four day discussion in the
senate.

A suggestion that the French would
not consider the treaty until the Unit-
ed States had acted came: from M.
Franklin-Bouillon and other oppon-
ents to Premier Clemenceau, who are
considered to have political reasons
for delay. But it is generally believed
that M. Clemenceau will be able to
bring about a speedy consideration.

As Japan is supposed to have a
copy of the treaty by this time, and
the emperor's ratification is expected
at an early date, French officials are
of the opinion that the treaty will be-
come effective when the French ratify,

ratified the treaty, and the signatures
of only three great powers are neces-
sary to make it effective.

Paris, July 30.—Premier Cilemenceaus
accompanied by Captain Andre Tar-
dieu, attended the meeting of the com.
mittee of tip <hamber of deputies,
which is considering the peaceé treaty,
and brought written replies to ques-
tions formulated by the committee re-
garding the left bank of the Rhine.

Captain Tardieu read the replies,
after which there was a lengthy dis-
cussion, M. Clemenceau amplifying the
replies. He recalled that the govern-
ment had presented a memorandum to

the peace conference setting forth at|

length the reasons why France should
hold the Rhine bridgeheads. The docu-
ment presented February 27, was dic-
cussed until the meidle of March. At
that date., the French government, in
agreement with . the allies, combined
various military systems which fully
assured the safety of France, and
which taken one with the other, were
equivalent to occupation of the bridge-
heads. These measures were accepted
by the peace conference and incorpor-
ated in the treaty. In addition to them
came later treaties with Great Britain

immediate and unlimited military aid.

The premier .and Captain Tardieu,
answering various objections raised
regarding the rapidity of possible Ger-
man concentration, and the distance
of the military help of the allies,
pointed out that it was impossible to
admit that an army, reduced to 100,-
000 men could, even in the face of the
universal indifference of the world ia
gen and France in particular, be
raided to several million men armed
and equipped, ready for war. The

hearing of M. Clemeénceau lasted three
‘hours.
