Yortured in a Most Excrueiating Way in
an Endeavor to Extort Confcssion—From
Robaust Men They Were Reduced So as
to Appcar Little Better Than Skelctons
—~The BEritish Consul's Iuterference
Saved Them from Being Shet.

sew York, Nov. 25.—The six Competitor

Dragged down physically by bad food,

ture, they also are broken mentally. Theif
fban, sallow faces do not tell the story of
tl.eir more than eighteen months in a Span-
ish prison nearly as eloquently . as  their
timid manner and halting words.

Of the five prisoners, Captain Alfredo
Laborde oi New Orleans seemed to have
guffered the least, until he showed the
marks of the “swivel” on his wrists. He
is also partially paralyzed. Two years ago
bhe was a robust man, He is shrunken now,
but his excelient constitution heélped him
through. He speaks brokenly, but has a
story of wrong to tell,

“They tortured me,” he excuimed ve-
hemently, ‘“‘me and bim (pointing to Ona
Melton, the newspaper correspondent). But
1 was tortured the worst. |

“Mey said 1 must confess—when 1 had |
nothing to confess. The instrument they
used 1 call a Spanish ‘swivel,” but it has
arother name. My hands were placed to-
gether, strong thongs were twisted around
my wrists, and a stick or iron bar was
inserted between the gs.

It was anticipated that
the bonded debt difficulty of the town
would be ameliorated to an extemt tanta-
mount to a settlement, a ratification of
which would be asked at the approaching
session of the Legislature; but nothing de-
finite was the outcome of the conferenc
and the matter remains in statu quo. T
bondholders suggest giving the town a re-
duction of interest for eight years, begin-
ning with 114 per cent. the first year and
gradually increasing the rate of interest
to 4% per cent. in the eighth year. This,
the council declined. The exemption privi-
leges for most of the factories in_town will
have run out in eight years, and to accept
the offer of the bondholders would be equi-
valent to asking the incoming factories to
pay the accumulated debts. of a departed
population, vanished boomsters and extra-
vagant improvements long since gone to de-
cay. Such a settlement would not restore
confidence in the town and would be a great
deterrent to the location of factories in the
future. The present apparent and aerial
prosperity of the Junction is due to the
influx of artisans from the city who have
been compelled to reside here by cancella-
tion of the suburbap trains and by the re-
cent location of new industries. To ham-
per the factories would be to empty the
houses and make matters worse than they
were three years ago. The council looks to
an arrangement for a longer period of #ime,
to a time when prosperity may be reason-
ably consideréd permanent, and when an
advantageous settlement bas established
confidence and helped to materially
strengthen the finances of the town. They
ask for 20 years, paying 1 per cent. for the
first five years, 1% f the nezt five, 2
per cent. for the next five, increasing the
amount year by year until 4% per cent. is
reached, so that in 45 years the town will
have pald an average of about 3% per cent.
per annum.
