Mr. Fielding : In reply to the first ques-
tion, I beg to say, yes; in reply to the sec-
ond question 1 beg to say : Under the ar-
rangement made, the Canadian Bank of
Commerce is to establish an agency at
Dawson City, and to be employed by the
Government to do the Government’s bank-
ing business in the district, including the
corlection of royalties, The bank is to be
allowed the privilege of erecting a building
within the police endlosure, This arrange-
ment is temporary, and the compensation
to be allowed for the bank’'s services is to
be fixed hereafter at the discretion of the
Minister of Finance, Except as to the
business and privilege above mentioned,the
bank will stand in the gume position as
any other bank that may be established
in the distriet, and any other
privilege or protection that may be given
the Canadian Bank of Commerce under the
arrangement with that bank, will be given
to any other bank that may be established
in the district. .

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SPAIN LACKS. THE
 SINENS OF WAR

Therefore Cannot Made an Attack on
the United States.

Shiphufiders Want the Cash Planked
Down, and Therefore Ships and War
Materials Cannot Be Parchascd—-Scnate
at Washington Passes the House Ap-
propriation for War-U. 8. Agent Sent
30 Buy War Vessels.

There is a lull in the war excitement In
the United States for the present, Spain,
it is asserted, camnot get money, and with-
out money canmot secure materials to ecarry
on war, The United States has despatched
an expert to Emngland to look about for
war, vessels and forestall Spain. Uncle
bmt has both money and credit, and the
shipbuilders would hasten to do business
with him and secure some of the fifteen or
twenty million dollars which is available
for such purposes as the one above named.
The United States Senate unanimously pass-
ed the House bill appropriation of $50,000,-
000.

SPAIN HAS NUMONEY

Impossible for Her to Make War Upon the
United States for Lack of
the Sinews.

New York, March 9,—A special to The
World from Washington says : A cable-
gram received from Minister Woodford was
laid before the Cabinet by the President.
It declared that Spal#¥ had exhausted every
means of raising momey for the prosecu-
tion of a war without success, All the
financial centres of Europe have rejected
her overtures, General Woodford pro-
nounces it an utter Impossibility for Spain
to secure funds with which to engage In
hostilities against the United States.,

Wauat Creelman Cables.

According to a copyrightzd cable despatch
from James Creelman, published by 'Lhe
Journal and Advertiser to-day, under Lom-

The despatch continues : “For several
days it has beem known by the members of
this gigantic combination of specujators in
war material that the United States would
prohably appropridte an enormous sum for
military purposes, and at once the cam-
paign was begun in the newspapers to cre-
ate the impression in the United States
that Spain had raised money and was about
to secure warships that-are for sale, togeth-
er with great quantities of war materials.

“F - have reeeived  assuranees  from the
Governor of the Bank of Frapce, from the

“Probably the greatest financier in the
world, who o to be recognized by that
deseription, although -he has forbidden me
to use his name, said to me this afternoon:

People Must Have Decent Service Be-
tween Ontario and Northwest.

Members Brought the Matter WUp in the
House Yesterday and the Premier
Promised That Grand Trunk and C. P.
RB. Would Be .Brought te Time—The
Inconvenience at Scotia Junction|Must
Be Remedied.

Ottawa, March 9.—(Special.)—The rail«
way war, with its attendant annoyances
to the people of Ontario, was discussed
in the House this afternoon, and led to
an important deeclaration from the Pre-
mier, involving a thréat to the railway
companies and a promise of legislationt
which will benefit the public.

Mr. Maclean brought the matter up,
He said: “I wish to direct the attention
of the House to the inconveinence now.
suffered by the people of Ontario
through this rate war, pud the failure
of the two great railways to effect some
kind of running arrangement betweefi
Toronto and North Bay. - We know that
up to a very few weeks ago there was &
reasonable arrungement between the twa
roads, and they did interchange traffic
and so accommodated the public. For
some reason, best known to the manage-
ment of these two roads, they have seen
fit to end that agreement. The attén-
tion of the House was-called to this mat-"
ter the other day by my hon. friend,’
Dr. Sproule. We have statements in
leading public journals showing that the
inconvenipnce still continues. If is 4
very serious inconvenience and demands
the attention of Parliament. It involves ,
questions even more important than dqes
the Yukon proposition now ‘occupying
our attention. How is this service giv-
en? It is given first of all by the old
Northern Railway, which received large
public grants from the Government of
old Canada, It is given, in the next
place, by the Ontario Pacific Junction
Railway, which was almost created by
the grant given by this Parliament.
These roads are controlled by the Graud
Trunk Railway Company, which re-
ceived large sums in the old days from
the old Parliament of Canada, and by
the C./P.R., Wwhich also has received large
sums of money atd'large grants of land
trom the Parliament of Canada.

Time for Discipiine. .

These railroads, for some reason best
known to themselyes, ‘and in spite of
the large grants they have received from
the people of Canada, choose to »Hlay
ducks and drakeés with the interests of
the people of this country. It is time
for this Government to undertake to
discipline these railways, and compel
them to treat the publie fairly, and to
give a decent service in going to and
coming from Manitoba. - It may be
said that this. Parliament has no power
legally to control these roads. I think
that Dr. Sproule pointed out the other
day that under the charter creating
those roads they were bound to consult
the public interests, they were bound to
give running rights to each other, and
they were bound to give reasonable
treatment to the people. I believe that

red | the Minister of Railways, or the Rail-

way Ceommittee, has the power to send
an order out to these railways to-day
and to say to them: You must accom-
modate the. public; you must quit this
war, you must-mend your ways. If the
hon. gentleman says that he has no pow-
er he and this Parliament have power
in another way. To-day both the C.
P.R. and the G.T.R. recelve large an-
nual grants from us in the way of post-
al subsidies, and we can ent off these
postal subsidies if they do not see fit to
serve the public in a proper manner.
