London, J-an. 13.—The private meeting <f 
the British Commission to «the Paris Ex­
position. held under the presidency of the 
Prince of Wales, according to the morning 
papers, was entirely harmonious. . I hear, 
however, that this was hardly the case, 
seine of the members, though in a hopeless 
minority, espousing the cause of the dis­
contented exhibitors, to whose grievances 
reference has been made. Owing to the 
miserably inadequate space allotted to Eng­
land. at least two-thirds of the applicants 
as yet have no assurance that they will 
have an opportunity icf «bowing their 
goods, while the plan ingeniously devised 
by fhe French of not allowing nations to 
mass their exhibits le considered lulqiilwas. 
The British Commission is blamed for not 
vigorously protesting at the outset, when 
it could have carried Its point under » 
threat of Withdrawal.

Now a more serious blow is struck, equal­
ly affecting British and American interests. 
James Dredge, who te doubtless remember­
ed in Chicago as one of the leading British 
commissioners at the World’s Fair, and who 

British representative at the Brus­
sels Exhibition .said to me to-day : ‘‘I hope 
my friends In Chicago realize what ft means 
to transfer the overflow from the Exposi­
tion to Vincennes, as was decided recently. 
Vincennes is practically six miles away 
from the main show, entailing a journey of 
an hour and a half to reach it. Here will 
be buried in obscurity at least one section 
ae Important to America as to ne. That Is 
the transportation section. Including loco­
motives. motors, motocycles arid bicycle*.

English Exhibitor» Exasperated.
“So strongly dt> the English manufactur­

ers feel on this point, now that they real­
ize what It means, that they are consider­
ing withdrawing altogether. Among 
of the large exhibitors there Is a general 
feeMng of exasperation against Jtbe French 
for the way they have grabbed all the ad­
vantages themselves, including an absurdly 
large portion of the limited space at their 
disposal. Their greed contrasts roost un­
favorably with the... temper displayed at 
Ctticagp, w here ; all that was possible was 
done to place Die visitors on more than an 
equality with the native exhibitors.

The Naming of British Warships.
London, Jan. 13.—The announcement that 

the Government has christened a battleship 
with the absurd title of “Venerable” has 
raised a storm of expostulation. To-day a 
strong plea 1» made for following what Is 
termed the sensible plan' of the United 
Slates In naming warships after districts, 
towns and naval heroes. It Is not likely 
that the admiralty will consent to abandon 
its plan of naming ablpe by moral quali­
ties. however Incongrue ns. Tills Is mainly 
on the ground, so an admiralty official says, 
that the requisite change In signalling and 
In signal hooks would be so costly and 
difficult. The agitation, however, 'is likely 
to be kept up, so obviously preferable is 
the American system.
