The girls pleaded with the chief not to 
acquaint their parents. When told that 
their people would be sent for they be­
came -hysterical and cried bitterly.

The parents were horrified when they 
learned of the escapade In which their 
daughters had been concerned. They had 
never suspected the girls of wrong-doing. 
The girls were permitted to accompany 
their parents home. The exposure was a 
great shock to their parents, who, as al­
ready stated, are among the most respec­
table people In Halifax.
