The Industrial out­
look has been Improved by settlement of 
the tin plate scale, the general resumption 
of operations In the glass Industry, tne 
predicted settlement satisfactorily of the 
remaining iron and steel wage scales, and 
the possibility that recent huge sales of 
print cloths will avert a resort to wage 
reductions In the New England cotton mill 
Industry. The anthracite coal trade out­
look Is, however, clouded by the prediction 
that 140,000 men will strike this week.
