BUILDERS” LABORERS MAY
RETORN 10 WORK FRIDAY

———

Said That Long Struggle Has Weak-
ened Resources and Forced a
Capitulation to Oid Terms.

It has ben stated on good authority
that the Builders' Laborers’ Union, now
on strike, are about to capitulate.
The last week or two rumors have
beyn rife to the effect that the union’s
funds are in a depleted condition, and
that as a result dissatisfaction was
creeping in. One striker seen last night
would say nothing as to the decision ar-
rived at. He remarked, however, if
such a course was to be taken, the
union men deserved much praise gor‘
the manner in which they tought for|
their demands against sucn greal odds. |
Should the decision of the¢ union ke |
acted upon it will bz on Friday next.|
The conditions under which the men
will return, it is stated, will be tae |
original rate of 25 cents an hour, wita
hours and other conditions the sa.mc:'
They will, however, ask the Build:rs
Txchange that they recognize ther
unijon.

End of Bitter Struggie.

The offer of 2712 cents an hour by
the Exchange was withdrawn and both
gides settled down for a fight to a finish.
About two weeks ago a conference was
held, but the offer before the strikers
was 25 cents an hour with other con-
ditions the same as before the strike|
began.

Some Secured Work,

Since May 1 about three hundred of
the strikers have secured work in the
city and another hundred have gcne
elsewhere to work at their calling, Most
of the jobs were only temporary in
the city, and, as a conseguence, many
