EGGS CONTAIN ARSENIOC,

contain a certain amount of arsenie,
and that especially the yellow of the
egg is impregnated with the ro-called
peileon. ‘A habitual egg-ecater, or a
person taking eggs In great quantitios,
may therefore accumulate quite a
quantity of arsenic in his body, particu-
larly if, at the same time, he takes
much fish and vegetables of a certain
brand,” says Prof. Bertrand, the in-
vestigator. The Academy thinks that
these investigations may have a bearing
on eriminal jurieprudence to the end,
that the mere finding of certain minor
quantities of argenic in the rody of a
person supposed to have been murder-
ed, should not lead to a conviction.
