A drastic remedy is suggested in the 
report as follows:

"As the immediate necessity Is to 
secure sufficient supply to take care of 
the urgent wants of consumers who are 
entirely without supplies through no 
fault of their own. I consider there is 
but. one step to take, and that is to 
take from those who have a surplus 
in their bins, over and above their re­
quirements for the next two months. 
Payment for coal thus taken, or re­
placement up to a certain tonnage, 
should be arranged in a manner satis­
factory to all concerned."

The report closes by saying that had 
proper supervision of sales been estab- 
lished last summer by Ottawa and other 
cities, the present difficulties would not 
have been encountered.

WITH ECZEMABOWEL LAXATIVE TORONTO, Jan. 11.—Toronto has 
been revisited this week by a daring 
airman, Lieut.
