As soon as she was missed
from her room, a search was made,
but she had set fire to her clothing
before she was found. How she got
the oil, the wire and the matches was
something none of the witnesses could
explain. .

Chiet Thompson Also Recommends
Discontinuance of Hot Air
Heating.

That every non fireproof schaol more
than one storey in height should be
provided with emergency exits, is the
recommendation of Chief Thompson.

The chief, who was asked by the
mayor to report on fire protection In

the schools, points out that none of
the schools have emergency exits. Al-
tho impressed with the ‘‘complete sys-
tem of fire drill,” the chief considers
that the class of schools ‘mentioned
should have wide emergency exits as’
far as possible from interior stairways
and opening onto wide, fireproof stairs
enclosed in a fireproof shaft. .
