IN THE RED CHAMBER,

Sir Oliver Mowat Asks for Reprinting of
His Bill Concerning the Criminal
Code—-British Jupanese Treaty.

Ottawa, April 28.—(Special.)—In the
Senate to-day Sir Oliver Mowat moved
the gecond reading of the bill to amend

the Criminal Code, and asked comsent
to have the bill reprinted, with mar-
ginal notes explaining the effect of
the clauses amending the law as it
now gtands. His reason for doing thie
was that some of the proposed amend-
ments had been misunderstood, Mar-
ginal notes would explain the scope
and intent of the amendments pro-
posed.

Mr, Power thought a new clause
should be added to the bill,, making
it a criminal offence for persons who
obtained a divorce in the TUnited
States, which were not recognized in
Canada, and re-married in that coun-
try, returning to this country and liv-
ing in a state of adultery. A bill of
this kind had been introduced into
Parliament some time ago, but had
been abandoned. This glaring omis-
sion in our criminal law, he thought,
should be remedied at—once.

Sir Oliver Mowat said that the mat-
ter had been brought to the attention
of the Government. There was, how-
ever, some doubt as to the jurisdiction
of the Canadian Parliament in con-
stituting an act performed in a for-
eign country, where it was not crimi*
nal, a crime in Canada, even though
under our laws such an act; if com-
mitted in the Dominion. would come
under the criminal law relatirg to
bigamy. * Should, however. any person
in Canada leave this country for the
purpose of securing such a divorce,
re-marry, and then returncto Canada
they would be lable under our laws.

Those who have ox-
perienced real warfare know how raw
troops under such circumestances are
apt to lose cohesion and discipline and
how, as the result of some little acci-
dent an orderly retreat may degene-
rate into a disorderly stampede.

In this casce the accident seems to
have been the flash signals on the
heights, which were interpreted to
mean that those positions were being
taken by the Turks. Simultaneously
the cry was raised, - iobody knows
how, that the Turkish cavalry was ad-
vancing.

LIGETING THE CIVIC PiLE.

Arehltees Lennox Thinks It Would Be
Cheaper to Have the Proposeg Eleectric
Plunt on the Premises.

Architect Lennox has at last furnighed the
Engineer with informatioun regiring ibe
advisabllity of establishing an ec.ecivic plant
at the waterworks for the purpose of sup-
plying power and light for the new mubi-
cipal bulldings.
