panies in Canada, the provincial governments
provide certain grants, and since 1920 the
federal government has provided financial
assistance to meet the expenditures for Cana-
dian participation in the Olympic games every
four years. The association has estimated
that their total expenditure for the 1948
Olympic games will amount to $125,000, and
the government has been asked to contribute
§35,000 towards this amount. Of this con-
tribution, $17,500 would be made payable in
1947 and a similar amount in 1948. The gov-
ernment will recommend in the supplementary
estimates the payment of these amounts as
requested.

The second question the hon. member
asked was:

Does the government in any way recommend
any of the appointments made in connection
with it? :

The short answer to this question is no. The
Canadian Olympic association is a committee
of the amateur athletic union of Canada,
which is made up of representatives of the
national bodies concerned with various
branches of amateur sport. As such, the com-
mittee is a purely voluntary and non-official
organization. The only connection which the
federal government has with the Canadian
Olympic association is indirectly through the
national council of physical fitness. This
council, which is appointed by the governor
in council under the National Physical Fitness
Act, is made up of one representative recom-
mended by each provincial government and a
representative named as chairman by the
federal government. The national council of
physical fitness was asked last year to send a
representative to the meetings of the Cana-
dian Olympic association, and Doctor W. C.
Ross of Halifax was named for this purpose.

Mr. RICHARD (Ottawa East) : With refer-
ence to the statement made by the Prime
Minister this afternoon, will the government
consider advising Barbara Ann Scott not to
compete in the Olympics?

Mr. MACKENZIE KING: May I say that
I think there has been altogether too much
said on this matter already. For Barbara
Ann’s sake and the sake of sport generally, I
think it would be well if further discussion of
the matter were dropped.

Mr. COLDWELL: This is not the proper
place to deal with such matters.

Mr. CRUICKSHANK: May I say that we
still think in British Columbia that Barbara
Ann should have everything that is coming to
her.
