The mails closing in Montreal at 10.30
a. m, Friday, left at noon by the Intercol-
onial for Halifax, at which port there was
a delay of seven hcurs awaiung their ar-
rival.

Passengers from Toronto and other On-
tanio points ‘had to leave home either on'
Wednesday nizht or Thursday morning to
catch the'steamer, and those from Mani-
toba and other far western points were
sim.Jarly hand.capped by a day.

Had the mails been sent by the Canadian
Pacific’'s Thu sday night train, and the
.steamer .aiied cirect from St. John instead
of being sent to Hailifax and held there
awaiting the delayed Intercolonial train,
all the passengers woeuld have arrived a
day earlier in Great Britain, or as the
conditions were, could have left home a
day later than they did, and would have
reached Liveipool at exactly the same
time. e .
