Annable Gives Life in War

WORD COMES TO MOTHR

Private Harry W, Heans Loses
Arm and Cond tion is Reperted

List From Ottawa

That Private Frederick Moody An-
nable, son of Mrs. K. J. Annable of 187
Duke street, had died as a result of
wounds sustained on the western front,
wag the word received by Mrs. Annable
this morning,

Private Annable was only sixteen
vears old when he donned khaki. He
Joined the 64th battalion and after ar-
riving in England with that unit, was

transferred to another battalion in
France. Prior to enlistment he was in
the employ of the Bank of Nova Scotia,
in Yarmouth, N.S.

Mrs. Sarah Heans of 78 Paradise row,
received word this morning from Otta-
wa to the effect that her son, Private
Harry W. Heans was in a serious con-
ditfon as a result of gunshot wounds in
the arm, and that the arm had been am-
putated.

Private Heans was twenty-two years
old and prior .5 enlistment was in the
employ of the Bank of Nova Scotia,
Prince William street. He enlisted with

the 55th Battalion and crossed to France
with a draft to another battalion.

Two other St. John men are named in
today’s official list, J. W. Mahoney and
F. J. Flaherty. The news of the latter
came some days ago in a Red Cross let-
ter as announced in The Times.

., Nothing more was said—the boys
served the bed patients and then all sat
down to the table and had theirs, then
[ went to my dinner and to my room
for a few minutes after, and you can’t
guess what those dear boys were doing
when I went back. They had cleared
up the dinner things and three of them
were down on their knees scrubbing that
end of the ward. You can’t imagine how
that made me feel, to think that they
cared enough to do that without being
asked, and you cannot imagine how un-
satisfactory it is to do it, the mud at
our back door goes up to your ankles
and is awful. Don’t you think they are
unusual ‘boys and they are always do-
ing nice things like that.

At five o’clock we had tea. This time
we set two tables so all the up-patients
could sit. down

The sisters had a very nice Christmas
dinner at 7 p. m., and our mess was
very prettily decorated with holly and
red tisssue,

Sunday afternoon we had a very nice
Christmas tea in our mess, and invited
the officers. It was served in the dining
room, from a large table across one cor-
ner and small tables were set here and
there and had very nice home made
candy, cakes and sandwiches. We did
not eat them in that order, but I am
afraid this whole letter is a jumble.

Her Letter Describes Christmas
Among the Wounded Men

The following is a letter from a nurse
in Dr. Hugh Cabot’s hospital—a native
of St. John, who went overseas with the
Harvard unit and is now with them in

the 22nd General Hospital in France—
the second St. John nurse who has writ-
ten to this cicy from that institution:--
22nd General Hospital,
Dec. 29th, 1916.
Dear Mother and Father:—

Of course you will be very much in-
terested in our Christmas and I will
tell you all T can about it.

I came off night duty two days before
Christmas and went back to my old
ward. It does seem like home and 1
have such a nice M. O. {medical officer).
Just at that timme there were a great
many sisters off duty with severe colds,
so they took the sister who was with me
off to another ward and left me alone.
I only had {thirty-two patients and
twelve of them were up during the day,
so we got along very nicely. The boys
are wonderful and will do anything for
you. Your package arrived in nice time
and 1 was so glad.

Well, evenings and when I could get off
for a little while, I filled the bags and 1
tell you what I put in them. A tin of
shaving soap and a khaki handkerchief,
that was my personal gift to the boys.
I bought them a few at a time long be-
fore the rush started, those were tied up!
with red ribbon. 'Then therc was a]
small package of hard mixture and al
package of cigarettes sent by Apsey
girls, a bar of chocolate a few nuts and
raisins and a package of gum, also sent
by Apseys, the gum I 1ean. These
bags sears and I took over to the ward
about twelve p. m. and do you know
most of the rascals were still awake ami‘
could not help snickering.
