Chinese in Torreon Fired on
Soldiers and Extermination of

Eagle Pass, Tex. May 23—A detailed
account of the fighting at'Torreon where
ncarly 250 Chinese were- killed has'just
been birought here by W.' T. Lamps, edi-
tor of the Torreon Enterprize.

The Chinese residents of Torreon, ac-
cording to Mr. Lamps, fired upon the rebel
troops as the latter wefe marching in to
oceupy the city on May 15. These shots
culminated in a concentrated attack by the
insurrecto soldiers and ended in the prat:
tical extermination of the Chinese colony.

Dr. J. Lima, a Chinese physician who
is in charge of his cotintry’s affairs at Tor-
reon, counted ‘240 bodies’ in | the Chinese
colony, Mr. Lampe gaid. ! :

Besides the Chinese, twentysix rebels,
fifteen federald and thirty-four non-com-
batants were killed in the three days’
fighting that preceded - the evacuation of
the city by the federal troops.
