SHOE DEALERS T
NEET HRE FEB. 16

Session in Halifax on Tues-
day — Trade on a Sounder
Basis.

(Halifax Chronicle, Wednesday)

Members of the Wholesale Shoe As-
soclation which included wholesale deal-
ers-in rubber goods as well, were In
annual session at the. Halifax Hotel
yesterday. They were addressed by S.
Roy Weaver, Manager of the Shoe and
Wholesalers Association of Canada, and
the Shoe Manufacturers’ Association of
Canada, Mr. Weaver reviewed the
work during the past year of the Na-
ticnal Association of Wholesalers and al-
so outlined plans for the new service
of credit information on retail shoe
store accounts, which is being instituted
by the manufacturers and wholesalers
jointly.

The speaker stated taat- such new
service would afford real protection to

by providing the supply houses with in-
formation which would enable them to
discriminate equitably between depend-
#ible merchants deserving credit and ir-
responsible accounts. The ' retailers
themselves welcome this new activity
and many had indicated their willing-
ness to co-operate with the Shoe Trade
Credit Bureaus by furnishing financial
statements and otherwise.

Mr. Weaver said that since the Ar-
mistice almost 45 shoe manufacturing
establishments, close to 81 wholesale
houses and several hundred retail shoe
stores, had failed or been obliged to
compromise with their creditors, or dis-
continued business because the, returns
were unsatisfactory or been forced into
financial reorganizations. This indicat-
ed that the weeding out process in the
trade had been very thorough and the
shoe trade was on a sounder basis than
a year ago. Manufacturers and whole-
selers had been forced to take a firm
stand in regard to assignments, Mr.
Weaver had emphasied - the greater
sovndness of - fundamental conditions,
expressed the opinion that business gen-
erally throughout Canada was on the
mend, and predicted steady, although
perhaps not spectacular improvement.
