Canon Ai‘mstrong Writes
Feelingly in Annual Re-
port of Church.

In making his seventeenth, and
final, annual report to Trinity church
congregation at the annual meeting
last evening, Rev. Canon R. A. Arm-
strong said he did so with deepest re-
gret. For he is to leave in the fall
for a new field, Toronto. For nearly
a quarter of man’s alloted time, he
said, he had worshipped and worked
in Trinity and the parting was a
severe wrench. After reviewing the
work of the year, Canon Armstrong
concluded:

“I thank most heartily the Corpora-
tion, which has always supported me
loyally and shown me the greatest
courtesy. In all the larger efforts, for
the organ debt, the war memorial, the
ever growing missionary apportionment
and such like, they have given the
whole-hearted support which ensured
success. No one knows, as a clergy-
man does, the many, many calls that
fall on the church corporation, and I
am deeply grateful for the willing re-
sponse that came unfailingly from the
vestry. I recall especially my illness
of ten years ago, when their treatment
of me, their generosity and kindness
and patience were most wonderful.
Their messages of sympathy and hope
and affection were a great inspiration
toward recovery.

“And it is the same with regard to
the whole congregation. I shall never
forget the love shown to me at that
time, and the prayers offered on my
behalf. The way was long and weary,
and the prospects at times discourag-
ing, but your sympathy and prayers
were a great help. As I look back
over the seventeen years spent In your
midst they seem the happiest of my
life. Here I brought my wife, a bride,
and here my four little children were
born. Here, too, I passed through
deep waters. I recall with gratitude
the kindness and consideration shown
to me in the inexperience of my early
vears among you. Then came the
gradual deepening of the ties that bind
a clergyman to his people, the minls-

try in joy and sorrow, when I went |

in and out among you and gained far
more benefit than I was able to be-
stow. I can never forget the whole-
hearted welcome I received in your
homes, the allowances made for my
many mistakes and the perfect sym-
pathy which you gave me. It all
crowds upon my mind and I shall
not try to express it in words, for that
is impossible, but it will never pass
from my memory, and I thank you,
my dear people, with all my heart.
May God bless you every one.”

Referring to losses through death, |
the rector made reference to Mrs. Pat- |

ton, Mrs. Fanny Chandler, Mrs. Mark-
ham, mother of the curate, F. W.
Fraser, Mrs. S. D. Crawford and
others. Speaking of the late F. J. G.
Knowlton, former warden, Canon Arm-
strong said that few could fully ap-
preciate the service rendered to 'Trini-
ty by Mr. Knowlton. He said, in
part: “He was a true friend and a
(lfvnted, loyal member of the church.
¥hr twenty-six years he was a mem-
ber of the Corporation and for ten
vears warden. His wise judgment
and keen foresight saved us from many
a pitfall, and put the finances of the
¢hurch on a solid basis. Deeply in-
terested in everything pertaining to
the success of 'Trinity, he has been
greatly missed. A man of ecminent
ability and one who gave himself
whole-heartedly to the cause, his will
cver remain an outstanding name in
our annals.”

In trying to preserve the traditions
of 'T'rinity, the rector said, he had
cndeavored to have placed In the
clurch the flags of the 14th Regiment,
which in the dead of winter, marched
from New Brunswick to Quebec, but
irace of the flags had becn lost.
