The 
committee, however, utterly repudiate 
such an attitude and say, “We can only 
repeat w hat we have said already in our 
reply to the attorney general, that the 
presbytery had no thought of taking up 
such a iiosition in passing the resolution, 
nor does it hold any such iiosition. The 
presbytery, as a body, and in regard to 
its individual members, lias held, and 
does hold, the law, as do all good citizens 
in profound respect.” Yet, notwithstand­
ing these smooth words the fact remains 
that the Presbytery, in their first com­
munication to the Attorney General, 
simply said, "we decline compliance with 
the terms of the act requiring us to fur­
nish statistics of deaths on the ground 

. that our functions in regard to funerals 
are not of a nature enabling us to fur­
nish the information to procure which 
the act was designed.” If this was not a 
bold defiance of the law, we would like 
to know in what stronger terms defiance 

have been expressed, unless
