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SEIZURES IN BEHRING SEA.

MORE
Two more Canadian sealers have been
seized in Beliring Sea by the American
revenue cutter Rugh, and dealt with in
the same manner thatthe Black Diamond
was treated. These vessels were seized
50 miles from St. Paul Island, a long dis-
tance from land, and altogether out of
the jurisdiction of the United States.
The names of the seized schooners are
the Minnie and Pathfinder and
both are . owned in Victoria;
B. C. They are vessels of about
65 tons, built expressly for the seling
business, and lawfully engaged in the
work = of catching seals on the high
seas, where they were taken. It is said
that the prize crews put on board the
“Minnie” «nd “Pathfinder” only consis-
ted of one man, as was the cage with the
“Black Diamond,” and that they will
soon make their appearance at Victoria,
but the skins they had captured have
been taken from them, their voyages
have been broken up, and their owners
will suffer very seriousloss.

The seizure of these two vessels has
produced a feeling of profound indigna-
tion in Canada. The pretensions of the
Americans are so utterly absurd, that
they would not be listened to for a mo-
ment by any court, American or British
if referred toit foradecision. No Ameri-
can lawyer of any reputation has pre-
tended to assertthat the American con-
tention is correct, for not only is it op-
posed to the plainest doctrines of Inter-
national law, but it is likewise contrary
to the contentions of the American gov-
ernment in numerous despatches to the
governwent of Russia before Alagka was
purchased from the Czar. On the 22nd
July 1823 the American Secretary
of State, John Quincy Adams, wrote to
the American Minister at St. Petersburg
in regard to Russia’s claims to exclusive
control of Behring Sea, as follows:—“The
United States can admit no part of these
claims, Their right of navigation and of
fishery is perfect, and has been in con-
stant exercise from the earliest times
after the peace of 1783, Nothing that
has occurred since 1823 has at all changed
the position of the United States with
regard to Behring Sea. If the Russians
had no exclusive control of Behring
Sea, as Secretary Adams declared,
the Americans could not have acquired
such exclusive control from Russia when
they purchased Alaska;in other words
the Russianscould not sell to the United
States what they did not possess them-
selves. The people of Canada now de-
man‘ of the British government that
these outrages cease. The British fleet
on the Pacific cann t be engaged in any
better work than in guarding the fish-
ing vessels of Canada from outrage and

insult.

THE MAYBRICK CASE:

Mrs. Maybrick will not be hanged, ac-
cording to the terms of her sentence, but
Yrer punishment will be commuted toim-
prisonment for life. This is certainly a
very unsatisfactory result, and one that
is not likely to please the friends of Mrs.
Maybrick. The life of the woman . is
spared, but she is left under the stigma
of having poisoned her husband and she
is consigned to what is virtually a living
death. If she is an innocent woman as
many people believe, she is the
victim of a dreadful miscarriage of jus-
tice, whizh there now appears to be no
possible means of remedying by legal
process. Mrs. Rlaybrick’s friends, how-
ever, should not allow the case to rest
where it is. The defective nature of the
evidence, on which Mrs. Maybrick was
convicted, must be conclusively shown,
and a sharp inquiry should be made in-
to the character and antecedents of the
two women, Briggs and Yapp, whose tes-
timony was the means of securing her
conviction.

Measures ought also to be taken
bring about such legislation
as will give persons convicted
of capital offences an  oppor-
tunity of appealing against a mistaken
verdict. The life of no man or woman
ought to be at the mercy of a prejudiced
or stupid judge who cares more for his
dinner than for a just decigion in the
cases which he tries. If the Maybrick
case is the means of bringing about a
change in a!l this it will have effected
at least one good result.

SALISBURY AND TUPPER.

he is at present Premier of England. He
is certainly far from being as able a man
as Sir Charles Tupper, and had he not
been born in the purple, would never
have been heard of in public life in Eng-
land. If Salisbury had been born, as
Sir Charles Tupper was, tie son of &
poor preacher in Nova Scotia, he might
have become a doctor as Sir Charles
1 did, but if he had e would have stuck
| to the ancient medical methods of three
centuries ago, and he_ would have
required an extra graveyard to accom-
modate his patients. Lord Salisbury be-
lieves in the old methods, in politics as
in other matters, and therefore he does
not understand Imperial Federation.

SALMON PROTECTION ON THE MIRAMICHI

The folly of employing residents on
river banks to protect the streams on
whose shores they reside has been lately
demonstrated in the case of Moon and
McKay, the Miramichi poachers; who are
now defying all the forces of the law.
Had the warden, Mr. R. Orr, whom no-
body accuses of want of pluck, had with
him another good man to aid him and
Manzer in the contest of a few days ago,
the poachers would not have escaped. As
it was, the guardian lived in the locality
where Moon and McKay resided, and was
afraid on that account to aid in the seiz-
ure of the flsh; in fact, as was stated by
Mr. Orr, a wooden man would
have been of as much service
to him in the difficult circumstances un-
der which he was placed. Late develop-
ments have shown that the determina-
tion ofthe Minister of Marine and Fisher-
iesto effect a change in the matter of fish
protection was a wise one. In gunarding
the Miramichi river the department will
have its hands full since nearly all the
old salmon spearers and poachers on that
stream are determined to resist the law
to its utmost. There has been more
illegal netting on the North West Mira-
michi this year than there was last, and
we hear of lumbermen of standing who
are not only adyising the poachers to re-
sist the laws, which are intended for the
protection of the salmon, but who are
even buying the fish which were caught
in open defiance of the law.

The poachers on the Miramichi nar-
rowly watch their opportunities for mak-
ing a raid on the river, taking advantage
of the &bsence of officers to carry out
their nefarious desigus. It was thus in
the Moon and McKay case. Mr. A.
Woods, one of the lessees of Burnt Hill,
had employed & guardian to protect the
fish within his limits. So long as this
guardian romained at his post no poach-
ers made their appearance, but when it
became necessary for him to descend the
river to ZBoiestown, Moon and McKay
immediately poled up river and com-
pleted their work of destruction. Had the
Dominionfauthorities placed anotherigood
man with Woods’ guardian the fish which
were slaughtered would have been allow-
ed to deposit their ova'in peace.
are not sure but it would be a good plan
for the department of marine and fisheries
to appoint guardiah por guardian with
the owners of private rights. In such case
one guardian would be a watch on the
other. The protection of salmon on these
spawning beds is a matter of so much
moment to the interests of the whole
country that we hope the department of
fisheries will give it the closest attention,
especially on the Miramichi, where the
spirit of resistance seems to be the strog-
est. In order to enforce existing regula-
tions there will require to be for a yearor
two considerable expenditure of money.
This, however, when people are taught
to respect the laws, will soon be reduced
to a minimum.

Toroxto, Aug. 19.—The event of the
hour is the return of Mayor E. F. Clarke
from his European trip. The Mayor is
an immenegely popular ‘offi¢ial, on his
own merits. He was and is a printer,
having a large printing establishment
on Adelaide street. He was one of those
printers whom George Brown of the
Globe had arrested and jailed for con-
spiracy, their crime being that they
struck- work for ‘higher wages! He is
emphatically a working man, the friend
and favorite of workingmen. He con-
ducted his canvas for the mayoralty in
a thoroughly workmanlike  manner, a
yearand a half ago and ° defeat-
ed the ablest man that could
be fitted against him, by a great
majority. He handled the city’s busi-
ness 8o satisfactorily that a year later he
was re-elected unanimously. Many who
opposed Mr. Clarke in 1387 are now his
warmest friends. He is a plebeian sup-
ported by so called aristocrats; an Orange-
man for whom the great majority of
Roman Catholics would vote to-morrow ;
an out and out Canadian enjoying the
confidence of such commercial union
men as Goldwin Smith, who has twice
nominated him, and Henry W. Darling,
president of the Bank of Commerce, who
publicly urged his permanent retention
in the city’s service ata high salary.
And what is the seeret of this public con-
fidence and popularity ? It is due to the
fact that Edward F. Clarke is a thorough-
Iy honest man, of independent mind, high
capacity and nnflagging industry. He
forms his own opinions, acis upon
his own judgement, and gives his best
intellect to the city’s service. He is
bold with the boldness of an honest,well-
informed man, and has not feared
to grapple manfully with the most trou-
blesome questions that have come up
for settlement. He is at once firm and
fearless and at the same time one of the
most unassuming and the least presum-
ing of men. He has gone into the
Mayor's chair to do his duty by the
citizens, knowing no politics, no rings, no
cliques, no favorites. Edward F. Clarke
i “nobody’s man,” save - the eity’s, and
herein is his great sirength. He has
been the main force in solving many
knotty questions, and 1 have no doubt
he will find honorable = and
equitable means of settling those which
remain. Of course, he is but one man in
the city council, but he is.one who pos-
sesses the confidence ofall his associates
in a marked degree, and is thus enabled
to secure the co-operation of aldermen
and officials and citizens alike. Mayor
Clarke, baving just returned with the
city treasurer, from floating a three mil-
lion dollar three and.a half per cent. loan
in London, on the most favorable terms
ever granted to a colonial city, was the
subject of a hearty reception on Saturday
night in which some ten thousand people
took part. He and the treasurer re-
turned via New York and Niagara Falls,
and « deputation of 160 leading citizens
crossed the lake to meet and greet him
at Lewiston, N.Y. The arrival in Toronto
called forth a great popular demonstra-
| tion, the presentation of a public address
and other expressions of the good will of
the citizens,a state of things which speaks
well both for the people of Toronto and
their mayor. It too frequently happens
that mayor and aldermen,who surrender
their time and comfort and in many in-
stances their meauns, to the service of
their city recejte only abuse and mis-
representatiof return. The post of
mayor or alderman is too frequently a
thankless office, unless the incum-
bent places himself unreservedly
in the hands of “peelers” and
“sieerers” and ward workers and bum-
ruers, a position which no self-respecting
man worthy of the oftice will consent to
occupy. It is true Mayor Clarke receiv s
a salary of $2,000, his services to the
city are worth five times that amount.

They wish to go
and come when they like,
Sunday or Saturday. They want
abundance of space of this description
and they want it undefiled by city dirt
and unassailed by city noises. Little
squares aud circles in the heart of a city
are well enough, but they do not meet
the demand for open ‘spaces, plenty of
room,forest trees, nature’s carpet of green,
a view of the bay, a sail upon the lake.
Provisions to meet this strong desire,
amounting to a passion in the young, can
only be properly and effectually met by
citizens in their municipal capacity. The
public pocket should pay for this, and
with as much propriety asit pays for
streets and light and the public health.
1f the people of the Lower Provinces
could hear the satisfactory terms
in  which returned tourists speak
of their experience and give their
impressions of the people down by
the sea they would not fail to be grati-
fied.
