A Large Amount May be Inhaled with
Safety.

It is well known that a very much lar--
ger proportion of carbonic acid gas than
usually exists in the atmosphere caan be
inhaled with impunity, but only recently
bave we been aware of the large quan-
tity that can be breathed without actual
danger. Ordinary fresh air contains
but four parts in ten thousand, yet the
carbonic acid has to reach three per
cent. or one hundred times the usuail

rises the person breathing it commences
to pant, but with air containing as

much as ten per cent. only a headache is
produced, although the panting is vio-
lent., The actual danger point is uot
resched until the carbonic acid rises to
1A per cent.

Foul air in a room where a number of
persons are present is not dangerpus on
account of the carboni¢ acid it contains,
tat owing to a poisonous organic sub-
stanee given off with the breath. Car-
honic acid is not a direct poison, but
when the danger point is reached ‘the
@ can take none from the blood in the
lungs, so that the fires of the human en-
sine ‘are extinguished by their  own
smoke as it were. It is really wonder-
tul what the human engine will endure.

WIRINCS FROM WASHINCTON

Cleveland’s Message to Congress
Dealing With the Finan-
cial Situation.

Honor of the Country and Its Sol-
vency Demunds Sufficient
Gold Reserve.

Washington, D. Ce, Jan. 28, —The pres-
ident to-day sent a message to congress
on the financial situation. He says:

“In my last annual message ¥ recom-
mended to the serious consideration of
congress our national finances. This
plan has not bezn approved by ¢ongress.
I am convinced that its reception by
congress and our present advanced state
of finanecial perplexity necessitates addi-
tional or different legislation. With
natural resources unlimited, our progress
should not:be checked by a false financial
policy. Therefore no one should fail to
see a patriotic duty in honestly and sin-
cerely attempting to relieve the situation
untramelled by the prejudice of partizan-
ship.”

The president says that the real trou-
ble that confronts the government is the
maintenance of its gold reserve, and he
adds: :

“The only way left open to the gov-
ernment for procuring gold is by the
issue and sale of United States bonds.”

Confinuing, he says: “The most dan-
‘gerous-and :

found in the means by which the treas-
ury is despoeiled of the gold thus obtained
without caneelling a single government
obligation and solely for the benefit of
those who find profit in shipping it
abroad  or whose fears induce them to
hoard it at home.” ;

Referring to the outstanding currency
notes of the government, for which gold
may be demanded, he says under the
law these notes are reissned when re-
deemied. and although more than three
hundred millions in these notes have al-
ready heen redeemed, they are all still
outstanding. He says that the honor of
the country and its solvency demand that
sufficient gold be accumulated to meet
some thirteen millions ef treasury notes
and bonds falling due in the years 1904
and 1907. ~ He declares that while he is
not unfriendly to silver he is unwilling
to see gold entirely banished. He says
the secretary of the treasury should be
authorized to issue bonds of the govern-
ment for the purpose of securing and
maintaining a sufficient gold reserve and
to redeem the notes issued for the pur-
chase of silver under the law of July
14th, 1890. He suggests that the bonds
be issued in denominations of twenty
and fifty dollars and their multiples and
bear interest not exceeding three per
cent. per annum, payable fifty years from
their date. These bonds, he says, under
existing laws, could be deposited by na-
tional banks as security for circulation
up-to ‘their‘face value. He declares that
the national banks should not be allowed
to take out circulating notes of less de-
nomination .than ten dollars. and silver
certificates of the denomination of ten
dollars-and upwards should be replaced
by certificates of denominations: under
ten dollars. The duties on imports, he
suggests, should be p#id in gold in ord:r
to maintain a reasonable supply in ‘the
treasury, to be paid in any other form
of money. He concludes by declaring
his reluctance to issuing more honds un-
der the present. circumsiances and“with
no better results than have lately follow-
ed that course, but he says he is anxious
to co-operate with the present congress in
any reasonable measure of relief which
will improve the situation and check the
suspicion of our disinclination or disa-
bility to meet with ‘the strictest honor
every national obligation.
