The claim which is made on behalf of 
St John for $10,000 a year from the 
Provincial government for twenty years, 
to assist in the extension of harbor facili­
ties here, is one that cannot be denied 
with any show of justice, for it is well 
known tbat St John has never received 
its due proportion of the revenues of the 
Province. The people of St John 
were not disposed to complain of 
this so long as they were able 
to keep their services in a satisfactory 
manner, on the mea^erj^sums voted to 
this county by the government, but this 
fact does not invalidate our claim to an 
equal amount of public money, in pro­
portion to our population, with the other 
parts of the Province. The following

the service ren- HATSiOne of the most interesting features of 
the dry and wet dock scheme is its effects 
on the working men of St John and of 
the Province at large. Of the million 
dollars which will be expended in the 
work of [construction the greatest part 
will be represented by the labor of our 
own people. The dock and wharves 
being of wood, the timber for them will 
have to come out of our own forests, and 
all but the value of the standing trees 
will be New Brunswiek labor. When the 
timber for the work reaches its desti­
nation the cost of the labor employed in 
the work of construction will be at least 
nine-tenths of the entire cost of the 
dock. A careful estimate shows that 
the construction of Mr. Leary’s docks 
and wharves will give constant employ­
ment to one thousand men for two years, 
of whom at least five hundred will be 
employed directly upon the works at 
Sand Point Now that the dull season 
is coming on, when shipping is 
growing slack and employment for 
certain classes of working men scarce, 
it is highly important that such encour­
agement should be’given to Mr. Leary’s 
scheme by the Provincial government 
as will enable the work to be proceeded 
with at once. Mr. Leary has not come to 
8t. John to talk about something he in­
tends to do in the distant future but he 
is ready to begin work at once. If his 
terms are agreed to by the Provincial 
government, before another month has 
elapsed we may expect to see work on 
the dock commenced, and when once 
commenced it will be proceeded with 
continuously until it is finished. There 
will be no idle men in St John this win­
ter, if Mr. Leary’s plans are carried out, 
but every man who is able and willing 
to work will be employed.

When the dock and deep water 
wharves are completed the same satisfac­
tory state of affairs will continue. The 
winter season,which is now the slack sea­
son for our ship laborers, will then be the 
busy season. The in transit trade of the 
upper provinces, amounting to $16,500,- 
000 a year, will come to us, and give 
steady employment at the docks to five 
or six hundred men during the entire 
winter. We need not enlarge on the 
benefit which such a condition of 
things would be to St. John. iThere is not 

^ a trade or an employment in the city 
that would not feel the influence of this 
increased demand for labor. The $6,000 
or $8,000 which would 
bursed in wages every week, would not 
be hoarded away but would be immedi­
ately expended to purchase food and 
clothing, and would have the same effect 
on the business community as the addi­
tion of a deep and wide flowing tributary 
to some fine old river which was in 
danger of drying up from a protracted 
drouth in the land through which it 
flowed. Let ns have the dock scheme 
then which is to give employment to so 
many of our people, and the sooner the 
better.

Culver was for 
acquitting all the prisoners while 
the other eleven jurymen were for 
convicting them all, so that the ob­
stinacy of this single man enabled Begg, 
who was probably quite as guilty as. the 
others, to escape altogether, and reduced 
the punishment of the other^four? Such 
a result as this in a trial of such import­
ance is well fitted to cause people who 
live so near the last decade of the nine­
teenth century to inquire whether the 
system which requires a jury in a crimi­
nal case to be unanimous is a correct 
one. This system is one of the survivals 
of the so called "wisdom of our 
ancestors,” which,when it comes to be ap­
plied to the circumstances of modem life 
generally turns out to be folly. A young 
man of this age who desires to see life 
with unclouded eyes and to make use of 
his reasoning faculties, instead of blindly 
following ancient precedents, will not go 
far astray if he assumes at the outset of 
his career that every institution which 
is old, and which has not 
been subjected to modern changes, 
is bad.
