AUSTRALIA.

Dull, foggy mornings, bright, fine, dry
days, and cool nights have been in force
during the last week. Coast districts
are in a fair condition, and are much
better circumstanced than the Central
Division, In the latter, two dry months
have had a bad effect. There is plenty
of grass, but it is dry. Ploughing can-
not be done, and there is a feeling that
if rain does not come it will be useless,
&8 heavy frosts are certain to follow
the moisture. Out in the West drought
is in full force, and grass and herbage
are 8o very scarce that the various
scrubs are . being vigously attacked.
Although this is not a pleasing outlook,
it 'is not probable -that the winter of
1895 will rank as a very disastrous one.
More than three-fourths of the colouy
are up to'the average winter condition,
and have both grass and water. 'I'here
will be_losses, but the total of these are
likely to appear as insignficant when
compared with the effects of former
droughts. ¥

It is stated on the authority of a tele-
gram received by the commissioner of
police at Perth that a tremendously rich
shoot of gold has been struck in the
underlay of the Londonderry mine.

A grand sight was witnessed on board
the ship Tweedsdale, which arrived at
Sydney recently from Rio de Janeiro.
It was during an electrical storm on 24th
April, while the ship was crossing :he
Seuthern ocean. The whole vessel, her
me8ts, yards, and rigging became -cover-
ed with small balls of fire or corpo-
sants, which danced about the yards
and the rigging in an  extraordinary
feshion. The lightning and thunder had
been terrific for some hours previously.
The display lasted for over an hour.

The revenue returns for New South
Wales for the past week show a de-
crease of £18,094 as compared with the
same period last year.

NEW ZEALAND.

During April the departures from New
Zealand exceeded the-arrivals by 62¢
persons, the figures being: arrivals, 1(Y9;
departures, 2426. By New Zealanders
this loss in the population of the colony
is viewed with apprehension. Severe
floods have occurred in the Wairoa and
Gisborne districts~of the colony. 'The
rivers were in high flood on the Wairoa-
Gisborne road, the Opoiti river rising
40 feet in a few hours. Some bridges
were swept away. In the Mohaka dis-
trict the flood was the highest ever
known. Settlers in the low-lying parts
were compelled to take refuge eise-
where. All the country surrounding the
district of Wairoa was under water. At
Gisborne 10 inches of rain fell in 10
days, equal to a quarter of an average
rainfall for the year. Three inches fell
in 24 hours, and the people believe that
a waterspout broke over Gisborme. In
Taranaki boring for petroleum is being
prosecated under the direction and at
the cost of Sydney investors.

EAST KOOTENAY MINES.

North Star Group—A Vein of 65 Feet—
Sullivan Group.

Fort Steele, May 20.—The group of
mines known as the North Star was dis-
covered in the summer of 1892, It was
purchased by D, D. Mann, of Montrea:,
who formed a company for the purpose
of developing it. Considerable work was
done in the following season, but for
the last year it has been lying idle in
consequence of the depression in the
money market and the fall in silver. The
prospects are brighter this spring. Word
has been received to go ahead, and in
all probability we will very soon see a
number of men at work getting things in-
to shape and building the wagon road up
from the Kootenay river to the mines,
for which an appropriation has beea
made by the British Columbia govern-
ment. In the annual report of the min-
ister of mines for 1893, a description is
given of this group, from which we ex-
tract the following:

‘“The property, consisting of four 1500
feet square claims, situate about 20
miles northwest of Fort Steele, being an
infmense body of steel galena.” A con-
siderable amount of development work
has been done on the property. The work
extends over about 450 feet of the lode.
The greatest depth from the surface
reached is 66 feet in the main shaft,
sunk at the original discovery cut, where
the first body of ore was bared by the
discoverers by removing the overlying
wash material. The drift shows solid
galena and carbonates for the remark-
able width of 68 feet. It seems fair
to conclude .that the work has shown
the existence of huge mineral deposits:
Though such bodies cannot be looked for
in a regular width and richness through-
out, theré seems very good indications in
this case for their continuance in length
and breadth. The only regnlar sampling
of the results of which I am aware, gave
silver 47.43 ounces, gold nil, lead 67.50
per cent., iron 6.63 per cent., zinc 1.90
per cent. Assays of over 85 ounces
have been obtained, whilst the carbon-
ate ore appears generally to run some-
what lower in silver. The ore is as-
serted to be of the very finest quality for
smelting. The mine is withing sixteen
miles of the Kootenay river, on which
there are at present two steamboats run-
ning. The country between the mine
and the river is easy for wagon road
construction,”

A ‘short distance from the North Star,
on the same hill, there is a group known
as the Sullivan group, which is similar
to the North Star, only there has not

-been much development work done. 8o

far as known the ledge is about twenty-
two feet in width, of solid. galena, the
formation being quartzite and porphyry.
the ore assaying 54 per cent. lead, 30
ounces silver, with a trace of gold. The
road about to be built to the North Star
will pass close to this group, so that there.
will be very little trouble in making con-
nection with it. A stream runs across
the property, affording every facility for
water power, there being a good mill site
and lots of timber. So from the action
the North Star owners are taking this
spring we may expect to see quite a lat of
work done on these claims, this season.

WORMS AT WHATCOM.
Cateruillars Stripping the Fruit 'L'rees
Across the Sound.

Whatcom, June 10.—Myriads of caier-
pillars infest the orchards and groves in
some sections of this county and especi-
ally along the Nooksack river. On the
Lummi reservation they have stripped
thousands of fruit and other trees of
their- foliage, and in infested orchards
where no efforts have been made to
check their ravages they have almost
entirely destroyed the fruit crop. 'L'hey
have done.considerable damage on the
islands also, but not so much as on the:
mcainland. Geo. Gibbs, a prominent
orchardist of Orcas, says in his opinion
the recent cold nights have killed thou-
sands upon thousands of caterpillars,
for they will not stand a lower tempera-
ture than about 41 degrees, and it has
been as cool as-that this week.

JAPANESE ARE DISCONTENTED

e

Bewail the Abandonment of Man-
churia, But Are Pleased at
Formosa Deal.

The Government of Corea i“alls
lnto a Slough of Demor-
alization.

Tokio, May 31.—No event of striking
interest has occurred in the past fort-
night, and none is expected till after the
re-union of the Japanese ministry in To-
kio. ' The people pourish in sullen si-
lence their discontent with the methods
by which peace has been secured, and, as
a whole, reéfuse to participate in any dis-
play of gratification at the close of the
war. In many quarters doubts are ex-
pressed as to the durability of the settle-
ment with Russia, Germany and France.
'Che newspapers are not permitted to
speak freely, but the majority of those
which escape suspension hint at the pos-
sibility of fresh entanglements presently
to be disclosed. It does not appear that
these suspicions have any material found-
ation, yet they are certainly shared by
the community in general. ~Government
securities continue depressed, and war
bonds are selling at lower figures than
before peace was declared. Ominous
rumors, such as Russian js preparing to
seize Port Lazareff, and that large bodies
of French sailors and marines have been
landed in Formosa, are circulated with a
morbid avidity, as if the pepulace were
eager to discover some warrant for .the
prevailing disquietude. = But the best in-
formation that can be gathered from offi-
cial sources is distinctly reassuring. up
to the present time. The foreign office
affirms that no ground for apprehension
exists with regard to either“of the three.
recently hostile European pewers, and
the diplomatic representatives of these
powers take pains to contradict all re-
ports to the effect that further trouble is
anticipated. It is believed to be true
that Russia goes on strengthening the
defences of Vladivostock with undimin-
ished energy, but Japan does not evident-
iy look upon this as a warning addressed
to her, for she is disbanding her reserves
and preparing to restore her army divi-
sions to their peace footing. If external
complications are impending, it is at
least certain that Japan is doing nothing
to guard against them. The domestic
political outlook is less serene. The
government is manifesting a great deal
of curiosity respecting the condition of
public opinion. , Prqvincial - governors
throughout the empire have been ordered
to enquire minutely into this subjeet, and
report to Kioto and Tokio, There shou'd
be little difficulty in obtaining the requir-
ed intelligence. The public feeling is
not much divided, and is plainly avowed
in speech, though no printed' declaration
of it appears. It is as ‘unfriendly to
the administration as if the ‘empire’s in-
terests had been sacrificed in every parti-
cular. The acguisition of Formosa is

taken as a matfer of course, while the |

abandonment -of* Manchuria is bewailed
as grievously asg' if the dearest hopes
of ‘the nation hdd been centered wholly
upon that singlé strip of territory.
After several postponements Admiral
Kabayama, the Japanese governor-gener-
al of Formosa, sailed for that island on
May 24th.  The delay has been caused
by repeated failures of the Chinese gov-
ernment to provide for the formalities of
transfer. A sujfable ¢commissioner was

difficult to find. ™ No one yearnéd for the:

post and the Pekin authorities made the
most of this obstacle. Finally the duty
was assigned to' the son of Li Hung
Chang and his appointment having been

‘announced an imperial decree was pro-

mulgated, ordering all civil and military
Chinese officials to vacate the premises
and return to the mainland. It is not
known whether arrangements have been
made. for transportation of the -troops.
and if this question is not 'satisfactorily

settled, the consequences may be dis--

agreeable. The Boldiers are of the worst
class, and are already rioting through
the districts in which they are stationed.
Foreigners at'the ports are protected by
detachments 'of marines from European
ships, but until the ‘armed rabble' of
50,000 or more is disposed of, the coast
regions: will be perilously insecure.

It is understood that the younger Li

goes to Formosa much against his ' in-

clination, and the circumstance again di-
rects attention to the alleged precarious
position of the Li family. = Undoubtedly
the! ex-Vieeroy is' now the object of a
particularly malignant intrigue, but he
has baffled his enemies so often that no
extreme consequences are expected from
this latest organized persecution.

The government of Corea has fallen in-
to such a slough of demoralization that
no pretence of réform is now maintained.
The ministers give no heed to public
husiness, but scheme only to enrich them-
selves; some by negotiating with Russia
for the sale of a port on the eastern
coast; others by -offering counter propo-
sals to European powers opposed to Rus-
sian aggrandizement; and still others by
conniving at the return of the Ming ex-
iles who were driven out of the country
for their crimes when China’s influence
was overthrown. . Two of the Mings are
said to have been brought in disguise to
the neighborhood of Seoul, where they
await the Queen’s signal to demand re-
cognition from the feeble King. Count
Inouye has not yet found the way to
bring order out of the Corean chaos, and
it is reported that, sick and weary of
the struggle. he -is about to leave the
country.  Unless he can be dissuaded
from this step, the Coreans will assume
that Japan has decided to abandon her
task of regenerating the wretched king-
dom, and the government will fall to ut-
ter degradation. If Japan’s restraining
influence is removed, nothing can pre-
vent the Queen from reviving the corrupt
system of former years. She will be su-
preme, for the Tai Wonkun, who former-

i 1y held her in check, has apparently

Whether through
Count Inouye’s agency or that of some
other statesman, the peninsular state is
to be preserved from self-destruction and
piloted to self-government.  No change
in this programme is acknowledged.

MURDERING MAHOMMEDANS.

The Afllicted;Christians in Nestoria
to be Starved by the
Heartless Turks

:
With a View of Precipitating

Another Diabelical Del-
uge of Blood.

London June 10.—The Associat.d
Press correspondence from -Djulfa, Rus-
sia, says: The Turkish government, 1t
is claimed, has just taken the preliminary
steps in what may result in a massacre
of Nestorian Christians in the mountains
of Kurdistan. It is asserted that the
government has given orders .to. starve
the independent tribes of Nestorians i1
that mountain region immediately west
of* Gawar, which may be described as
lying about midway between Mosul and
Lake Van, ahout 50 miles west of the
Persian frontier. The orders, it is stated,
are that no food supplies of any kind

shall be allowed to enter the territory {

of the independent tribes, and measures
are said to have been taken to enforce
these orders to the letter. This action
is apparently taken as a means of com-
pelling the indepeitdent tribes to submit
to the Turkish authorities and.to pay
the taxes demanded by that government,
and is regarded as the first serious a*-
tempt that the Turks have made to ex-
fort taxes from the independent tribes.
From the earliest times in the history' of
the Ottoman empire these tribes have
been independent of Turkish rule. They
have paid no: taxes and they have ac-
knowledged no allegiance to the Turkish
government.

It is said a band of
Kurds from :the mountains had indeed
raided fourteen villages' in this valley,
but the raid was directed against other
Kurds and not against Christians. There
were a few Nestorian Christians living
in the valley, but they were not molestéd
in any way.

As this was not a race-or religious raid
it will probably have little interest our
ride of the valley.
