OREGON LIBELED.

“As a result of the misfortunes which
befell the steamship Oregom: on her voy-
age from Nom'e to Seattle in September
of 1901, when her steering apparatus
caused her to wander around over the
waters of the Pacific ocean, her owners
are now asked to pay the sum of $25,000
to the thirty-two pasengers who libeled
her,” says the Seattle Post Intelligencer.

“The libel alleges that the company
owning the vessel, with full knowledge
of her unseaworthy condition, permitted
them to embark at Nome, September
6th, 1901, and that on getting out to sea
an accident happened to her rudder that
caused them great deflay and suffering in
reaching port. In addition to the danger
they underwent, the libelants claim that
their damages are aggravated by the fact
that while in their helpless condition
they met one of the steamships of the
Canadian Pacific line to the Orient,
which was willing to take them to Vie
toria, but the officers of the Oregon re-
fn\«d to make the transfer. The libel
further alleges that the passengers suffer-
«d greatly from the character of the food
provided, a large portion of it, they say, |
being in an advanced stage of decay.”

IN DISTRESS.

calls annually at Fanmug Island, the
British cable station in the middle of
the Pacific. i

“The acquiescence of the Australian
and the Fiji . governments to the pro-
jecteds call. was -received some months
ago, but. the Dominion parliament re-
fused to grant permission on the seore
that the mail service might be interfer-
ed with. Wednesday, however, the
Governor-General-in-Council at Ottawa
gave his official sanction to the ecalls at
Fanning Island, and commencing with
the sailing, of the steamship Aorangi
from Sydney on September 5th, calls
will be made at that point.

“The Fanning Island calls are to be
made 'at the solicitation of the Pagific
cable board. Fanning Island lies be-
tween_Suva and Honolulu. Of course
there will seldom be a passenger -for
Fanning Island, but mails and supplies
for the cable operators stationed there
will be carried every two months from

Syney.”

REPORTED SEIZURE.

Great interest in sealing circles . is
taken in the news published in the Times
on Saturday reporting the seizure of the
schooner Teresa, Capt. Lund, in Behring
Sea for carrying firearms. That the
vessel should be carrying guns is a little
surprising. Capt. Grant, manager of the
Victoria Sealing Company, was seen
on Monday regarding this. He stated
that he had not yet received any advices
confirming the reported seizure. If the
Teresa has guns aboard, he sdid, he was
not aware of it. And the captain then
took the Times representative into a room
in the company’s office in which all the
guns of the sealing fleet are stored, and
pointed out the weapons which the
Terasa had used on the coast,- but
which she had placed ashore after re-
turning from her ¢ruise. Each vessel’s
guns are kept separate. and in the
Teresa’s lot there were about a dozen in
a rack by themselves.

“If the Teresa has guns aboard the
