Xilled on » Revolving Shaft.

A shocking socident, whish was & dapli-
cate of scores that have taken place under
similiar circumstances, and whieh ocan be
avoided only by ressonable caution on the
part of workmen, took place at the Maritime
Buolphite Fibre Company’s mill sbout two
o'clock on Tuesdsy. A youog, unmarried
man pamed Manzer Kitchen, who has been
employed there for yesrs as an oiler, was
engaged in oiling one of the revolving shafte
st that establishment, He was standing on
 platform, or stage, which he had reached
by a short ladder he!d by s Iad named
Henry Avery, when the latter observed that
he was entangled by his clothiog on the
shaft, which, in makiog its revolutions, was
earrying the poor fellow’s body rapidly
sround with it ecausing 18 to strike
sgainst the wall of the mill, which wes only
about 18 ioches distant, and s siess¥ box
below, Avery at onoe ran aud cried oat to
the engineer to stop the engiue,

Menntime, Mr, Shepherd J. Frost, who
was st work a short distance away, tighteo-
ing a clutch, had his attention attracted by
the noise, and ran to the place, sscending »
short flight of stairs leadiog to the stage,

when he saw the body revolving on
the sbhaft, which was slowing down as the
gine was stopping in resp to young
Avery’s alarm given $o the enginser,
Mr. Frost, assisted by Avery, cut the
clothing sufficiently to detach the body from
the shaft and, with the assistance of others,
took it to the floor below. Life was com-
pletely extinct, The skull was fractured,
the head beaten and bruised, and the limbe
more or less broken.

Ao inquest was held on Tuesday safter-
noon by Coroner M. S. Benson, snd & jury
composed of Mesers. James Nicol (foreman),
Charles Bernard, Wm. H. McLachlsn, An-
drew Marquois, John J. Noonsn, James
McLeod and Alex. J. Loggie, who after
hesring the testimony of Shepherd J. Frost,
Heory Avery, Wm. MocCUabe snd Wm,
Craft—employees in the Pulp Mill—render-
ed the following verdiot :

#“That the ssid Mavzer Kitchen came o
bis death in the exercise of his ordinary
duties as oiler of the machinery of the
Maritime Sulphite Fibre Company’s mill, by
resson of his clothiog baviog caught rouad
the shaft and his body thereby striking
agsioet the wall and stesm shoot undernesath,
sud not otherwise— sud that vo blame at-
taches to anyone.”

1t appesrs that deceased was in the habit
of wearimg a ‘‘jumper”, which be generally
kept uobuttoned, and some of his fellow
employees say he had bees wained by them
that there was danger in leaving it loosely
about him when he was oiling, as it might
catch on a» shaft. Io bhis evidence, Mr,
Frost said : “I have been engaged in machia-,
ery oll my life. Issid to deceased, about
ten days sgo, ‘you should not have your

' WWith the Becond Contingent.

Mr. R. Attridge of Dosktown sends to the
Apvance the followiog feom s mewber of
the second contingent :

Off Cape Town, South Atlantic, March 20,
Dear 8ir: The sight of our depirture
from Hal fax, is & thing loug to be remem-
bered, as the boat slowly edged away from
the wharf, and the six hundred men on deck
waved snd chesred » last farewell to the
thousan is of their kinsmen ou shore ; and ss
the cannon of the government rosred out a
partiog salate, we then realized that we had
left bshind our native land sud the respon-
sibility was upon us to uphold her honor.
Several bostloads of loysl Csoadians
escorted us out of the barbor, and shouted
maoy s lusty cheer of encouragement. In
snother hour the Canadian shore disappeared
in mist, and the dull thud of the engines
helped to tarn our thoughts to the long
journey that lay before us.

Daring the first day the weather was fine
snd all went serenely, but, for the next
three days, it was stormy, and the vessel
commenced to rock snd sway, which motion
it bas kept up almost continuguesly ever
since, 80 that the men sre heartily sick of
the voyage and are donbly anxious to resch
the seat of war, s

The men’s qusrters, which sre situated
between decks on the bow, oonsist of cots in
rows, underneath some of which are the
mess tables. Between dechs and at the
stérn is the horse section, where the animals,
oaged so olosely together, hsve suffered
much from the stifliog atmosphere, until »
large number of windsails as csnvas tubes
were hoisted. The draft of fresh air wafted
down by this meins brought » great relief
to the poor beasts. An order has been
issued to olip all horses, and the men have
their work aut out in heaps,

We sighted more than s dosen vessels
during the trip, mostly st s great way off,
but in two Tnstances we were within shout-
ing distance,

Oae pight we signalled a steamship from
what appeared to be less than two hundred
yards distance. I was half asleep on deck
st the time, and could-only wmake out the
red and white lights which sppeared to be
slongside. The blowing of the .steam
whistles sounded very strangely at night in
mid-ocean.

A Httle sonth of St. Helena we sighted a
three master under full esil sad rum-
ping with a free wind coming towards us,
All hands were soon on deck, and our dio-
ner, which was ready at the the time, was
postponed for a while. Our captain eignal -
led “‘second Cavadian ocontingent for South
Alfrics,” and was answered the name, which
was misunderstood ; aleo, ““two and one half
mooths out from Singspors bound for Liver-
ptol,” and as she dipped her ensign in salute
we gave them three British cheere and a
tiger. 1n another minute she had disappear-
od from yview in the sun’s reflection upon the
water.

Baturday afterncons were allowed off for
sport and recreation, and the obstac's asnd
sack races affirdad bareels of fun for the,
spectators, A brass band sod orchestra was
organiz»d on board whioh belped to pass
away the evenings, and aleo assistel st the
sacred services, We bad rifls snl revolver
practios several times, my troop, the third
of A, making the highest average, snd my
group of four, winuning the highost scoie
with the rifle in the squadron,

A large bath tank made of heavy duckiog
was placed on deck snd the men took ad-
vantsge of a ses bath ocossionslly,

On the ninth iast, we crossed the equstor
without any special ceremonies, and also s:w
the first whale or shark, 1 don’s know which,
although we have ssen numerous schools of
porpoises as they continaslly leap above the
water by the hondreds,

One Sunday chaplain Lane ted the
sacred services, which were heartily entered
into by the men. Rev, Mr, Lane is & sym-
pathetic and kind-hesrted man who finds
great favor with everyone,

The surgeon-major snd staf were kept
busy vaccinsting the men and attending the
sick, although there was no serious disease
prevalent, The veterinary surgeon sod
assistants had their hauds fall also duriog
the whole trip, sod we have lost o ver thirty-
#ix horsen already, I guess the” sharks are
Ketting fat, But [ mast bring this Jetter to
8 close as the trumpet oalls, *’Dress for in.
