doing ’longshore work on the Head
Line steamer Bengore Head, lying at
the I.' C. R. pier discharging her
€argo.

Mr. McGinn was on a scow which
was stationed on the port side of the
steamer. No one saw the accident
occur . but it is generally supposed that
McGinn stepped off the scow back-
wards into the water. It was known
& minute or two later that he had fal-
len overboard as several men who were
working nearby missed him. The alarm
“man overboard” was soon raised and
& number of men rushed to the scow
on which McGinn had been working.

In the'‘darkness -nothing could be
seen and it become apparent that the
unfortungte man had gone to a watery
grave. The Bengore Head was to
move to the Pettingill wharf on the
east side. of the harbor as soon as

the ‘longshoremen present that grap-
pling for the body could be commenced
as soon as the Head Line steamer
moved out. The Bengore Head, how-
ever, Had scarcely left the wharf
when the Allan Line steamer Pretorian
from Liverpool steamed up the har-
bor and tcok . the Bengore Head's
place at the pier.

At six’ o’clock ‘the night crew of the
Head Line went ‘to their homes and
nothing had been done towards re-
covering the body. None of the day
crew knew anything of the accident
until well on in the morning when the
news spread.

At '10.30 o’clock three ’longshorgmen
procured a row boat and commeénced

grappling for the body. It is believed |

that they will be unsuécessful in their
efforts, as it js quite probable that the
body is beneath the Pretorian. Several
scows which were placed alonside the
Allan liner were ordered to be re-
moved by Capt. McGiffin and the grap-
plers were given every opportunity to
work.

Mr, McGinn was only nineteen
years of age. He was highly respect-
ed by all who knew him. A sorrowing
wife survives. Mr, McGinn was mar-
ried in May last.

At noon the men who were grappling
had not been successful in locating
the body. They suspended work and
will likely commence again this after-
noon.
