ALPHONSE WAUGNER
MAKES TROUBLE IN JAIL

Insane Frenchman is Siill Locked Up—
Not Known What Will be Done
With Him.

Alphonse Wauger, the French paint-
er, who terrorinzed the inhabitants of
more than one village, with his twink-
ling eyes and peculiar smile, met Ma-
gistrate Ritchie in the police court
more than once is having a long term
in jail.The Frenchman after being lib-
erated from jail on a couple of oc-
casions only to do something wild,
was sent to te King Street east pri-
son last fall for no definite term but
to await the action of other authorities |
in an endeavor to deport him to the old
country. Wauger arrived in the city |
about two years ago, and while his |
mind is right he is an exeellent work-
man, but not long after taking up his
work in the city, he: became dan-
gerous and his principal amusement
is the using of a knife in a threaten-
ing manner.

During the winter months and this
spring the Frenchman has been quite
unruly in the county jail and the
turnkeys find it quite necessary fre-
quently to place the man in the ‘“dark
hole.” After some hours of loneliness
in a dark cell he quiets down and is
given quarters with the light of day
streaming through the bars.

AMERICANS BESET BY TOUTS

“Special Agent” the Latest Nuisance of
London Trade Greed.

LONDON, May 10—The wealthy
American visitor to London has long
been regarded as the legitimate prey
of the British tradesman, but Ameri-
cans have never been so pestered with
lstters and importunities as during the
present season.

A new terror has arisen in the form
of “the special agent,” who in reality
is merely a trade tout. But the adop-
tion of new methods has enabled him
to carry his energies into fields hither-
to denied him. His plan of campaign
is so babbling and unscrupulous that
even the wariest are often unable to
escape his wiles.

Hotel managers are at their wits’
ends to protect their guests from mo-
lestation. They are trying to effect the |
suppression of the names on hotel lists, |
but they are often outwitted. In pur-|
euit of his quarry the special agent, |
who is always well dressed and well |
mannered, presents his private card at’i
the hotel office and asks for some
American by name.

1f asked his business he requests that |
his \private card be taken to his vic-|
tlm,\ who usually, out of good nature
or thinking his visitor is a forgotten
acquaintance, consents to see him.
Thereupon the special  agent reveals |
surprising knowledge of the victim’s1
career, gathered from handbooks and
rewspapers, but eventually he un-
masks himself as the representative of |
an automobile firm, art dealer, tailor
or some other kind of tradesman.

Many fall victims especially to .the
art dealers. Others, after falling into
a few traps, send messages brusquely
rebuffing the agents, and this not in-
frequently has led to awkward mis-
takes, friends being sent away in amaz-
ed dudgeon. Some of the more exper-
jenced are adopting noms d’hotel, but
even this does not always protect them.

DISCIPLE OF D'R. OSLER
ENDS HIS OWN LIFE

Atter Passing Age of Threescore Years
Omaha Man Carries Out Theory
He Indorsed.

OMAMA, Neb.,, May 10—James H.
McElhany, a disciple of Dr. Osler, took
his own life, having recently passed the
span of threescore years. His body was
found hanging in a shed in Riverview
Park. In his pocket was a letter addres-
sed ‘““To Whom It May Concern,” which
showed that suicide had been carefully
planned. The letter read:

“ Do be or not to be; that is the
question.” As for myself, my decision
is in the negative, and after careful
consideration I have concluded it is
better not to be. There was a time when
I could successfully combat slings and

| arrows of outrageous fortune, but now

when I have passed the Osler mark, I
find it a losing battle and deem it ex-
pedient to stop the conflict. All things
considered, 1 think it acting the part of
wisdom and prudence now while in
health, sober and in my right senses,
to cross over the divide to the great
beyond.”

McElhany had lived in Omaha thirty-
iwo years. Twenty years ago he was a
successful contractor, but lost his
wealth through real estate transac-
tions, the last of his holdings, two lots
in Denver, going to his landlord, to
whom he deeded them to satisfy a $75
toard bill.

He was considered something of. &
philosopher, and was a deep student of
Shakespeare. Samuel Overgaard, with
whom McElhany lived for some time,
said he often spoke of the Osler theory,
and expressed his approval of it.
