BLOWING OSTRIOH EGGS.

A Process that Should Be Done with Due
Foresight and Discretion.

Dr. Joseph Palmer of the Natioual
Museum performed a rare and dangerous
ecientific operation yesterday four times
over with remarkable and highly gratifying
success. Some time in March Mr. Edward
Schmid sent to the Norwalk ostrich farm
st Norwalk, Cal., and bought five ostrich
eggsat a cost of $5 each. In due time
they came, and four were put in an incu-
