By
setting & new standard, Great Britain has condemned
to the ranks of the ineficient all of her great squadrons
of older battleships and cruisers. They need not be
dropped at once from the first fighting line. The naval
construction of her rivals, even Germany, is not com-
petent to turn out new model fighting machines at
more than a very moderate speed, but the day of their
degradation is, nevertheless, close at hand.

No other power is within measureable distance of
(Great Britain when it comes to a question of naval
supremacy. Her traditional policy, since the navy be-
came her first line of defence, of building and designing
warships, is costly, but the interests at stake are too
great to allow of any playmg with economy at the
expense of efficiency.

Vigorous Change of Policy is
Expected Through Appoint-
ment of Kiderin-Walchter---
Caused Russian Coercion.

Berlin, July 4.—German foreign
policy is likely to experience a vigor-
ous change through the retirement
of Baron von Schon as Foreign Sec-
retary and the appointment in his
stead of Herr von Kiderlen-Wachter.
The new minister ranks as one of
the most shrewd and forceful men in
German politics,. He was aecting
Foreign Secretary during the Balkan
crisis in the spring of 1909, and is
understood to have been personally
respongible for the policy which re-
sulted in Russia’s recogunition of the
annexation of Bosnia and Herzegovina
by Austria under direct coercion from
Germany. Von Kiderlen-Wachter,
who is popularly known as ‘“‘the
Dumpling,” owing to his fondness for
that famous South German specialty,
has been stationed at Bucharest as
the German Minister for the last ten
years, but had many special assign-
ments in the meantime, including fre-
quent representations of Baron von
Marschall von Bleberstein as Ambas-
sador at Constantinople.

The new secretary ranks as an ex-
pert on affairs of the Near Hast, and
German interests in that region of
conflict are certain to be actively
looked after under his regime.

Von Kiderlen-Wachter's pugnacious
individuality was manifested a few
years ogo, when bhe challenged the
editor of the Kiladderadatsch, the
comic weekly, to a duel. The editor
was left bleeding on the field of hon-
