Ottawa, Jan. 11.—The royal cqmmis- 
eion on industrial training and 
nical education, which is now In Ot­
tawa, is holding sessions to review 
the testimony received at 90 places 
in Canada, and preparing a provision­
al summary of the chief points of 
information, and opinion presented by 
some 1.300 witnesses, first In rela­
tion to the present equipment of Can­
ada for industrial training and tech­
nical education; secondly In respect 
to the present needs of the several 
localities and occupations for the 
training of young people Into Indus-, 
trial efficiency, and third, with re­
gard to what the witnesses have sug­
gested or recommended as means 
whereby these needs could be ade­
quately met.

There is talk in the capital of ask­
ing reciprocity with United States on 
a point where none now exists.

All shipments of goods from Cana­
da to the, United States of a value 
of $100 or over must have attached, 
to them a document from the United 
States consulate. To obtain that doc- 
umenL It la necessary to pay $2.50, 
which, to all intents, is an increase 
In the regular schedule of duties.

There are no Canadian consuls In 
the United States, so there could not 
be any corresponding arrangements.

The status of foreign consuls is 
dealt with in a return labelled in the 
Commons today.lt is the 
dum of Lord Elgin on the subject, in 
which he lays down the principle that, 
foreign consuls in England have no 
claim to precedence, and are treated 
as foreign residents at state func­
tions.

The matter is of some in­
terest locally, as because of having 
no place in the list of precedence 
for presentation, the consuls for some 
years have refrained from attending 
the vice regal drawing room.

He Intimated that he 
woulo bring the matter before the 
next imperial conference.
