FOR RETUANED SOLDIERS

Secretary of Returned Sol-
diers’ Committee Active in
His Work

with Succe:s

Charles Robinson, secretary of the
Returned Soldiers’ Committee, has
been very active since his appoint-
ment to this position and has suo-
ceeded in placing no less than thir
teen returned soldiers in  positions
since he took hold of the work. Two
of these he placed on Saturday. His
plan is to visit the employers of labor
in the city and he has found a ready
response from them and every disposi-
tion to give the preferenge to the re-
turned soldier. As far as he knows
there are not more than eighteen or
twenty returned soldiers now in the
city without employment.

He also has had forms prepared
which the men fill out stating the
kind of work they desire and the quali-
fications they possess for certain posi-
tions, These he files and when an ap-
plication for someone to fill a posi-
tion comes in all he has to do is look
up his files and see whether he has a
man for the job, He does not antici-
pate any trouble in finding positions
for the men, his principal difficulty
being to get the men to accept the
positions which are available.

Constantinople, via London, July 23.
~The following statement was lssued
today by the Turkish army headquar-
ters:

“In Persia nothing of importance
has occurred in the Kermansheh sec-
tion,

“Russians who attacked us east of
Sunnah suffered heavy losses.

“We were successful against the
Russians in the region of Bane and at
Revaduc, whence the enemy retired in
disorder, leaving a quantity of equip-
ment and provisions. The line of their
retreat was littered with war stores.
Our troops, in enengetic pursuit, are in
touch with the enemy 20 kilométres
east of Revanduc.

“In the C our
counter-attacks stopped an enemy of-
fensive against our central sector.

“Our air squadron successfully bom-
barded an enemy encampment at Suez
harbor, ang returned safely.”

Berlin, via London, July 23.~The
breaking up of Russian attempts to ad-
vance southeast of Riga and of efforts
of Russian troops to cross the Styr, in
Volhynia, are reported in today's
official statement by the war office.
Regarding developments on the Rus.
sian front the statement says:

“Southeast of Riga, late yesterday
evening, an enemy attack was frus-
trated by our cuntain of fire.

“Russian attempts to cross the Styr
near Zahatka, southwest of Berese
techk, were prevented by German bat
tenies,

“On the Balkan front nothing new
has developed.”
