After the nominating committee retired
the convention was address by Messrs.
Maxwell, Hazen, H. A. Powell and others.

Robert Maxwell, M. P. P,

Mr. Maxwell was first introduced and
given a cordial reception. The member
for St. John said he was present to see
what a Westmorland convention was like
and he had to admit he never had attend-
ed such a magnificent convention. This
large gathering evidenced that the local
government had gone just as far as the
people would permit. The electors were
aroused and he predicted Mr. Hazen would
be called upon, after the elections, to form
a new government.

Mr. Maxwell reviewed some of the acts
of the government and commented upon
Premier Robinson’s refusal to meet J. K,
flemming in a discussion of the finaneial
position of the province. While there had
been a general wave of prosperity over the
country yet in New Brunswick there had
been nothing but annual deficits. Public
services had been neglected and money
wasted, the deplorable condition of the
highway, bridges, ete., being cited to show
the neglect of the government. Reference
was made to the selection of H. A. Me-
Keown as attorney-general and Maxwell
said one of his first public utterances was
an absolute falsehood. This was his state-
ment to the effect that the opposition had
not opposed the highway act and were as
much responsible for it as was the gov-
ernment. After dealing with the highway
act, showing the government’s inconsis-
tency in first praising it and then deciding
to repeal it. Mr. 'Maxwell touched upon
the school book ring, showing that par
ents were paying a hundred per cent too
much for books. The government was
criticized in connection with the moneys
spent on the Central and International
railways, which had proved a sink hola
for a large part”of the revenues of tha
province. Maxwell made a most favorable
:'ix:-lpression in his clean cut, forcible ad-

ess.

J. D. Hazen, M. P, P,

M#*. Hazen was next ecalled upon and
the audience rose and gave him a
grand welcome, three cheers and a tiger
resounding through the hall. After stating
this was the most magnificent convention
he had attended in the present campaign
Mr. Hazen spoke of the effort of the
local government to whip the Liberals
into voting against him, because he was
a Conservative. He would say, if called
upon to form a government, he would
administer affairs irrespective of party
affiliations. True, he was a Conservative,
and had been one all his life and didn’t
desert his party when defeated. In this
respect he wasn’t like Dr. Pugsley who
was now seeking to whip Liberals into
line against the opposition. Dr. Pugsley
performed the most remarkable and as-
tonishing feat of belonging to three politio-
al parties within three months. For 17
years Dr. Pugsley had opposed the Liber
als and in 1896 he stood on a platform
and said he hadn’t any confidence in
Laurier. This was the man who was ap-
pealing to Liberals now. Truly a change
had come over the spirit of Dr. Pugsley’s
dreams. Notwithstanding Dr. Pugsley’s
efforts Mr. Hazen believed many Liberals
would join in turning out the government
which “had so grossly betrayed the inter-
ests of the province.

The Opposition Gaining Ground.

Referring to the activity of the opposi-
tion Mr. Hazen expressed the belief that
an overwhelming sentiment was in favor
of a change. In the last election the op-
position hadn’t tickets in Kent and Glou-
cester, but already in this campaign strong
tickets were in the field in both of these
counties. The ticket in Kent had proved
so strong that Mr. Barnes was forced out
of the government and an effort was be-
ing made to find a stronger man. Every-
where the opposition was putting strong
candidates in the field, while the govern-
ment was showing weakness in this re-
spect.

After touching upon Mr. McKeown’s
untruthful statements that the opposition
wag-as much responsible for the highway

% as the government, Mr. Hazen said
one of his first acts, if called upon to
form a government, would be to repeal
the present road act. It was a disgrace to
the government, the highways were in a
worse condition than twenty-five years
ago. Dwelling at length on the highway act,
and the course pursued by the opposition
with respect to it, Mr. Hazen laid down
the principle that the highways should be
free from politics and governed by the
municipal councils. He didn’t propose to
throw the burden on the municipal coun-
cils, but to give them just as liberal
grants as today to-be expended through

economical administration, if called upon
to form a government, Mr. Fazen con-
cluded amid enthusiastic cheers.

J. W. Y. Smith was called to the
platform to preside in Senator Wood’s ab-
sence, and was warmly greeted. H. A.
Powell was also called to the platform at
the same time and given an enthusiastic
reception.

Mr. Smith addressed the convention
briefly saying this was one of the most.
important occasions in the history of the
province, being the beginning.of the for-
mation of the next government. This was |
the first opportunity he had of addressing
a meeting in Backville as a Conservative.
Sometime ago he had been led to believe
he was a Liberal but that was a mistaken
thought. He found the Conservatives a
party of progress, full of thoughts for good
government and against graft.

H. A. Powell.

H. A. Powell was called and responded
with a speech bristling with sharp con-
demnation of both the federal and local
governments. He referred to Dr. Pugsley’s
charge that $25,000 had been sent to West-
morland to elect him in 1904. If he was
given, like Dr. Pugsley, to making insinu-
ations he could a tale unfold, but he
would not betray a confidence. He refer-
red to the result in Westmorland and
Kent of the last election and believed
with an honest reading of the ballot boxes
the result would have been different.

Speaking of the opposition chances in
the approaching contest, Mr. Powell be-
lieved the people were tired of greed and“
graft and a new government would be |
ushered in. |

At this stage the nominating committee
returned to the hall and through its chair-
man, A. L. Wright, announced the unani-
mous choice of Messrs. Sumner, Black,
Melanson and Mahoney. The hall was
crowded to the doors and at the mention
of the names there was a spontaneous
cheering lasting some time.

Senator Wood remarked he must infer,
from the demonstration, these names were
acceptable. He proceeded to call upon the
candidates, who were given a most hearty
reception on coming forward. All the
candidates accepted, speaking briefly in the
order of Summer, Melanson, Black, Ma-
honey. The enthusiasm which prevailed |
at the appearance of Mr. Mahoney show-
ed the popularity of that gentleman and
indicated to some extent his strength in
the eastern end of the county, which sent
such a strong delegation to the convention.

The different candidates spoke of their
determination of making the best fight
possible for good government and promised
a fuller discussion of local issues before
the campaign was over. The convention
passed a formal motion endorsing the tic-
ket, and at the close cheers were given
for the candidates and leader of the op-
position, and the King. With such a
strong ticket the delegates returned to
their homes full of fight and with the
determination to send four supporters of
Mr. Hazen to Fredericton when the elec-
tions came.

Whitmore is a Brooklyn elevated rail-
road motorman who ordinarily works
pights. He did not go to work Christmas
night. He explained today that he was
taken ill with the grippe after his wife
left their home and that he had not been
able to work since. He frequently quar-
reled with his wife, he said, and he was
not surprised when she failed to return
home. They quarreled, he explained, be-
cause she had accepted attention from two
other men. Today Whitmore placed an
advertisement in a Brooklyn paper offering
his furnished room business for sale.

Attention was attracted to the Whit-
mores when it was learned that Mrs.
Whitmore had purchased a red coat such
as found near the body. Last night Whit-
more visited the morgue at Harrison and
though he admitted that the face bore a
familiar look, he would not say that the
corpse was that of his wife. Today Whit-
more was examined at police headquarters
in  Brooklyn and he finally expressed the
opinion that identification was accurate.
He was certain, however, that he received
two messages from his wife after she left
him. He was detained on suspicion and
tonight was again taken to Harrison,
where he made his identification positive.
When Whitmore entered the morgue to-
night, he gazed for some time upon the
face of the dead woman and then said:

“That’s my wife all right, I think.”

Warned that he should make no mis-
take, Whitmore examined the woman’s
hair, the fillings in the teeth and a scar
on the neck very carefully and then,turn-
ing to the officers, said:
