Lisbon, Me., Sept. 18.—Help from Lewis-
ton, Lisbon Falls, Brunswick and Au-
gusta had apparently saved this town
from destruction by forest fires tonight,
and the conflagration was going fast
through the woods in the western part of
the town towards Lewiston. The flames
came within 100 yards of the residences on
the west side of Lisbon and the dwellings
were saved only througt® the dogged endur-
ance of the fire fighters. When it was
seen that the houses between the railroad

iand the woods were seriously threatened,

help was summoned from Lisbon Falls.
The steamer Defender was at once sent
to the front, making the run of four miles
in 31 minutes, with a six-horse hitch.
The fire was a long distance from the
Sabbatus River, the nearest available wa-

unabated. In many places the wells are
running dry and a very serious state of
affairs confronts the farmers.

Grass and vegetation have suffered
severely. Water in the lakes has been
receding at the rate of one.inch a day.
Numerous forest fires have started. Many
mills have been crippled by the lack of
water supply and others have been com-
pelled to shut down for a time entirely.
In many places for two or three feet be-
low the surface there is not ady moisture.
Potatoes have been dug earlier than 36
the custom and are much smaller than n
previous years. Country water basins
have run dry and in many cases it has
been necessary to carry water for house-
hold use two miles. Cattle have been
suffering from lack of water and the milk
supply is becoming limited.

There is a shortage of pasture feed, and
an absence of green feed and fodder for
the cattle.

Except for the month of August the
rainfall has been below normal this sum-
mer. According to the local weather
bureau the rainfall was for May, 3.75;
June, 1.08; July, 3.17, and August, 4.35.

To over-
come this handicap, 3,000 feet of hose were
stretched from the Farwell Mills’ reser-
voir to the McLellan street reservoir, and
then another 3,000 feet of hose from that
to the fire, the steamer being stationed
at the McLellan street reservoir.

Joseph Keenin’s house caught fire seve-

that the property loss at that time
amounted to about $35,000.

Rumford Falls, Me., Sept. 18.—The for-
est fire discovered lgst night in Franklin
Annex, three miles from Rockford village
is burning fiercely tonight and making to-
wards Dicksvale, a settlement in the town
of Peru. The fire, so far, has been con-
fined to three lots owned by Rumford
Falls men. Lhe crew of the Dunbar Lum-
ber Company’s mills have been sent to the
scene of the fire. Nearly 100 men are in
the woods trying to keep the flames in
check.

Jackman, Me., Sept. 18.—Only prevailing
north and northwest winds prevented the
wiping out of this settlement with much
loss of property and life today. The
Moose River fire had advanced to within

gsomewhat above normal; but this was due
to the tremendous dowBpour that was
experienced all over New England, Aug-
ust 26, when the total fall for the day
was 1.377. The correspondents connected
with the weather bureau all report serl-
ous conditions throughout New England.
They say that everywhere it is dry~and
duety and that rain is greatly needed.

In New Hampshire the drouth is especi-
ally pronounced. Since the August rain-
storm there has been but one or two
jocal showers. and they. were of short
duration: All along the Macoma Valley
vegetation has been seriously affected.
The water basin, which is the main water
supply of Andover, ran dry a week or 80
ago and since then some fifty families
have been using the wells and nearby
springs for their drinking water.

Although Massachusetts has not suf-
fered as much as the other New Englanl
states, the country “districts are in need
of water.

The situation in. Maine appears more
gerious than any New England state.
Land agent Edgar K. Ring has issued 2
proclamation on the eseriousness of the
situation in the Maine woods. He urged
that the utmost precaution was impera-
tive regarding the building of fires by
hunters and others. The. Maine potato
crop in many sections of the state has
been affected by the drouth. Because of
the scarcity of water digging commenced
earlier than usual this season, and as a
result the crop was not wholly uniform.

In Vermont conditions have become so
bad that the mills have been seriously
crippled, in many cases it became neces-
sary to close down and thus hundreds
have been thrown out of employment.

For eeveral days past, the water has
been the lowest since 1881 in Lake Champ-
lain and steamers have discontinued
touching at* St. Albans bay. In the
vicinity of Alburg Springs, farmers have
been compelled to haul water for their
cattle four miles.

Toronto, Sept. 20.—Closing his speech

whether they are long or short, I shall
ever treasure as the most holy thing in
my life—if I may say so—the confidence
which has been placed in me by men who
were not of my own kith and kin. But!
though they were not of my own kith and |
kin, they knew that their rights were just
as sacred to me as rights of my own
people.

“I have endeavored to maintain the|
principle that the Liberal party is broad
enough, that Liberal principles are large |
enough to give an equal share of justice]
and liberty to all men, no matter what
may be their creed or religion. This is the |
feeling that has animated me, and thisis,
the feeling which shall animate me to the |
end. My life cannot be vety long now, |
but when it comes to an end, if my eyes!

found it twenty years ago when I assum-
ed the leadership of the Liberal party, |
I shall not have lived in vain, and I shall
die in peace and happiness.” I

a novel expedient has been resorted to.
Seven hundred feet of rubber hose has
been connected with a large spring and
by means of a steam pump, the water has
been forced through a hydrant into the
village mains, thus supplying the house-
holders.

Smoke from the burning forests of
Maine, Canada and northern New York
hung over New England for the past
week, obscuring the rays of the sun and
threatening to rival the famous ‘‘yellow
days” of 1881. As‘the result of the ex-
conditions, shipping all along
the New England coast has been seriously
hampered and in many cases steam and
sailing vessels have been obliged to stop
for hours off the coast, before they felt
safe in entering a port. Marine observa-
tories at times have been able to look
but half a mile out to sea. Several trans-
Atlantic liner captains stated when they
reached port that when they came within
a hundred miles of the coast the veil of
smoke was so dense that they thought a
terrible city fire was raging somewhere
m New England.
