no consideration being paid at all to the moral phase of the natter, 

whether or not as «an to nvm he is entitled to wealth on the basis 

of the merit of the services he actually performed#

With this teaching that the more money he rakes the gr ater of 

a success lie will be, the boy grows up with the idea that the an 

who receives pay merely commensurate with the actual value of his 

services is on a lower level as a human being than the ran who can 

manipulate profits out of business transactions* At last, ho oomoe 

to the place who e if he is naturally a good dispos it toned -an, he 

sympathizes a little with the kind of man that gets less of this

world's goods than himself, b t if he is not good at heart, natur­

ally he develops a dontempt for him.

On the other hand, the worker is taught generally by his par­

ents that above all things he must bo honest, and that boyond and

above everything else he must do no dishonest aot th t will bring

digrace on himself and on the e of the family; he must never ask 

for anything to whioh he is not entitled; he must never take anything 

that ho has not honestly earned* Ills school books to^ch him this 

lessen; hie school te ahor impresses this knowledge upen him, as 

do the clergymen trad the newspaper,• The books th t o iroulate in 
hie sphere of life te oh him the eume thing, as 4© the fraternal 

and all civic organizations. In fact, the teaching radiates from 

every Influence that r -ohcs h is liie frcm boyhood up, und it oner-
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
