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(a) The families are of a suitable type and are coming 

to farm employment for one year guaranteed toy the 

Railway Company; and
(to) The number pf families shall not exceed the number 

of such cottages available.

Houseworkers.

Between the 1st March and the 31st August last,

361 houseworkers were brought forward and placed in 

employment in Saskatchewan,

Under the proposed new Agreement houseworkers 

will continue to receive the reduced rate.

Preferred Countries.
At the Conference with the Riilway Companies it 

was agreed that immigrants from non-preferred countries be 

brought forward under the same conditions as last year, viz., 

that such immigrants have sufficient money to maintain them­

selves until employment can be secured, that they can pass 

medical inspection and comply with the Passport Regulation. 

Other Continental Countries.
Under an arrangement with the Railway Companies 

immigrants are brought forward from what are known as "non­

preferred" countries, viz., Poland, Latvia, Roumania, 

Esthonia, Russia, Lithuania, Jugo-Slavia, Danzig, Hungary, 
Austria and Czechoslovakia. During 1929 the movement under 

this arrangement was reduced from 34,000 to 11,000 and for 

1930 it will be reduced to about 8,000. An arrangement has
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
