the United Nations Orgenization, which should also have the sole power of inspection
lest any nation invade tl}is right,

'We believe in open diplomacy and we believe that the custody and trial of the
accused should be in accordance with the fine tradition of Habeas Corpus and Magna
Charta.

We further believe that the opposite of @anadian-Soviet Friendship is Canadian-
Soviet enmity, We are organized to promote the former and to defeat the latter, The
allied victory over the powers of fascism whieh would ensleve mankind for a thousand
years, cost our Soviet ally over twenty milliom lives and the destruction of her
most valuable industrial areas, The heroic defenders of Leningrad, Moscow, Stalingrad,

Sevastopol ,must continue to be our allies if the fruits of victory are to become a

lasting peace,
