These ompetitions are open to the young men who take the Short
Courses with Dubict RepresenUtives, and are designed to show the poanbili-
tlM 01 an acre « land as well as to emphasize the dement of profit, the prize
going to the persmi making the highest profit. These competitions were held
last year for the arst time, and as a consequence 20 young men received free
^Vortation and hvmg expenses for the Two Weeks' 9iort Coune at the
OBtorio Agrkuhmal College. Moreover, each contest attracted a great
interest in tbe neighborhood and the cultural methods <tf the winner were
genwally discussed.

.V t5f^ ^ the Dmjutment taking over an orchard and demonstratinz
the best methods of handling m all stages has proven <rf great stimulus to the
develofMnrat of the apple industry in the iMwince. Thii, however, is only one
phase of the work whk^ has been done in developing the fruit industry. The
appdntimmt of a Provincial Entomokgist has been a great assistance in the
oontnd of inaecU and diseases among ail classes at fruits, especially the tender
fruita. Furthermore, last fall the Department made caihibits of fruit at three
shows, two across the line and one at Wnnipeg. They won the highest prizes
in coimietitions opea to Canada, to the continent and to the worid, and reiulu
proved once more the fruit possibilities of the Province of Ontario.
