•••log Mr. McCauley. He waa attack on 
the aide by the engine and hurled with 
great force against the tank of hie own 
loeomotire. He waa a heavy man, weigh­
ing over two hundred pounde, and It waa 
lean at owes that ha had been very eetl- 
oualy Injured. He was conveyed to hia 
reeldenee on Station strut, end Die. Kalna 
end Fulton aummoned.

Wrtttsn for ths Republic.
The opening of the eeholeetie veer st 

St. John’s College, Ford hem, N. Y., is to 
be signalised this year by the oelebretion 
of the golden jubilee of that widely- 
known educational institution, the date 
of the celebration being fixed for the 
third week of September. And as the 
alum! of the College count among their 
ranka many distinguished men in New 
York City, State and elsewhere, the 
event ie euro to be the occasion of a 
notable reunion, in which not a few 
New Englanders will undoubtedly par. 
Helps to, as there are graduates of St. 
John’s to be found in every one of our 
eastern commonwealths ; and hence the 
present brief ehetoh of the college may 
not be without its interests.

SL John's College lies about nine 
miles outside of New York, and its site 
is in many respects an historié one. Two 
hundred and fifty years ago all the terri­
tory lying between the Hudson and the 
Bronx rivers, and extending as far north 
as Yonkers, waa bought by a Dutch 
company from three Indian chiefs, who 
oleimed the ownership of it. Late 
that portion of this territory which is 
now known as Fordham o'sme into the 
possession of one Mynheer Van Der 
Donck, and from his hands it passed into 
those of Elias Doughty and John Archer 
successively, 
obtained a paient of bis property from 
Governor Lovelace of New York, and he 
was the first to give it

IHl NAHM or FORDHAM.
Mr. Archer became embarrassed in 

money matters, however, and the pro 
perty at Fordham was sold by hmi, in 
1676, to Mynheer Steenwick, who after 
wards disposed of it to a Scotchman, 
John Watts, by whom it was named 
Rose Hill, a title that is sometimes given 
to the place even yet, and one which the 
first college bore for several years after 
its foundation. The old manor, with 
one hundred and twenty acres adjoining, 
after passing from one 
another, finally came into the possession 
of Archbishop Hughes of New York, 
who purchased the property for eduea 
tional purposes in 1839, and the follow, 
ing year opened tne manor house as a 
diocesan college on the feast of St. John 
the Baptist. The first president of the 
institution was the late Cardinal Me 
Closkey, then a young and active priest 
of the New York diocese, and he was 
succeeded, in 1842, by Rey. Ambrose 
Manahao, D. D., after whom followed 
Rev. J. Roosevelt Bayley, who subse­
quently became Bishop of Newark and 
Archbishop of Baltimore, and Rey. John 
Harley.

Up to 1846 the college waa under the 
control of secular priests, but the aban­
donment that year by the Jesuits of St. 
Mary’s College, Bardstown, Ky,, caused 
Archbishop Hughes to offer Fordham to 
the priests of that society ; and bis offer 
was accepted, and the announcement ol 
tne change of management was 
the annual commencement of that year 
by the Archbishop in person, who sub 
sequently addressed a pastoral

To HIS PH1KSIS AND PEOPLE 
urging tnem to support the institution, 
Tne learned Father Thebaud, S. J, was 
the first president under the new regime, 
and hie successors up to the present 
time have been Fathers Larkin, Tellier, 
Douce t, Tissot, Moylan, Shea, Gockeln, 
Dealy, Campbell, now provincial, and the 
acting incumbent, Rev, John Scully, S.
J, who hao lor his first assistant Rey. 
Patrick A. Hatpin, for many years con­
nected with Boston College. Tne Jesuit 
community at Fordham ia usually a large 
one ; the college faculty numbers about 
twenty.five, and the average attendance 
of students is in excess of three hundred 
hailing from all sections of the country 
and even from places outside of Uncle 
Sam’s jurisdiction. Splendid new stone 
buildings have been built to take the 
place of the old institution, and a not­
able addition is being made to their 
number this year, tho corner-stone ol a 
new edifice having been laid only a few 
weeks ago.

Of Rose Ilill, as it stood when the 
Jesuits took possession of it, a former 
visitor to the place said ; “ It is a lovely 
■pot, and one well calculated to charm 
the hearts ol the weary band who, since 
their departure form their native shore, 
had passed through so many trials, both 
on land and sea. In front of the stone 
building that nestled snugly upon the 
gentle hilltop, stretched, with easy 
descent, a beautiful lawn, some twenty 

extent. Along its edges rose 
tall and majestic elms, the grafts of 
which—so the proprietors were fond of 
telling—had been brought

IN OLDEN TIMES FROM HOLYROOD, 
the once noble residence of the Scottish 
sovereigns, and had been witness to the 
many woes, as well as hallowed by the 
sublime virtues of Mary, Queen of Scots, 
Nearer the college a clump of the 
towering trees oast far around a refresn- 
ing shade, and just in front of the 
entrance an aged weeping willow, gnarled 
and grotesque, drooped in the very 
earth. In the rear of the college lay a 
large and productive farm, reaching to 
the verge ol an extensive wood, through 
which glided the peaceful, historic Bronx. 
Besides the rural beauties with which 
nature bad adorned the environs of St. 
John, the land waa classic ground, the 
scene of many a march of the Continen­
tal forces in 1776." And tho place is 
(amour, too, ns having been for a time the 
haunts of that gifted, but erratic, genius, 
the poet l’oe, who formerly resided at 
Fordham and spent many a happy hour 
there in converse with the fathers of the 
college, who befriended him 
than one occasion.

The old Rose Hill mansion still re­
mains on the grounds, and serves 
residence for the faculty. Two wings 
have been added to it, one of which is 
used as a chapel, while the other is the 
refectory lor the students, Of the other 
buildings, St. John’s Hall was formerly 
the ecclesiastical seminary of the New 
York archdiocese, and remained that up

With a probable famine on the 
one hand and an empty puree on the 
other, must not the lovers of Irish free 
dem tremble at the opportunity af­
forded Tory England to spring an 
election on the people. Ireland, prepared 
for the fight, will certainly win at the next 
election, bat Ireland, unprepared, means 
defeat, several yeate more of coercion, 
bloodshed and dungeons. Bj far free 
Irishmen throughout the world have stood 
nobly by the grand old cause and have 
made It possible for the Irish leaders to 
educate the English mind to a sense of 
the wrongs which have 
centnriee upon a noble and generous 
people. And, If I mistake not, 
they will not he negligent or Indifferent 
at this hour. They will not close their 
eere to the cries nor their eyee to 
ths outstretched hands of a needy and 
•offering people. But in every Irish 
locality some one should organize meet 
legs and open subscription lists that Ire­
land may be tided safely through the 
crisis now before her.
