Father, if your boy bas lesrned bis Jesson
right well ; if the daily tasks be is set to do
bave been performed more thoroughly and
faitbrully than usual; if, in little ways be
bas been more thoughtul ot your com fort than
is his wont—notice these things ! Not silently,
but by werd of mouth, geserously asd-cor-
dially approving his conduet. Let bim feel
that his endeavors are fully appreciated, that
no good or noble action on his part passes by
you unnoticed, Thus will you incite in him &
desire to merit always your approbation, and
the resolve to make himselt more worthy each
day of such a father’s love. i

Withbold not praise from your children
when they can claim it as their right. Used
wisely it is a beajthy stimulant that cannot in-
jure, but, on the contrary, is productive of re-
sults good and lasting.

MISCELLANEOUS.

A glycerine ointment of much repute for
chaps and excoristions is made as follows:
' One halt ounce spermaceti melied together
with & drachm ot white wax, and two fluid
ounces of oil of almonds, by a moderate beat.
The mixture is poured into & mortar, when a
fluid ounce of glycerine is added to it and rub-
bed till the iagredients are thoroughly mized
and cold.”

In case of bleeding at the Jungs, or stomach,
or throat, give s teaspooniul of dry ealt, and
repeat it often.

' The Larm.,
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LARGE YIELD.

Mr. W. W. Young, the popular keeper of
the poor for this county, tells ot thé yield of a
turnip patch that shows how farming may be
done to profit. Last summer he prepared a
piece ot land for a turnip patch, sowed the
seed about the last of August; he then took &
common washpan full (a little over balf a gal-
lon) of common winter oats and sowed them
broadcast and brushed them in. The tumips
yielded well, and he ted between forty and fitty
persons daring the winter and bad plenty
of greens for spring use. The last Saturday
in June he cut the oats, and had a ‘yield of
twenty-seven dozen and six sheaves. He then
threshed twenty-four dozen and eight sheaves,
and it yielded seventeen and a quarter bushels
of oats—weighing thirty-eight pounds to the
busbel. Several stalks were counted, and in
one instance 101 were found to proceed from
one grain, How is this for oats P— Gireensbo-
reugh Patriot.

ASHES,

All farmers will find it their interest to bave
the oak, hickory and gum that is down in the
torest turned into ashes. This is a fine season
of the year to burn all dead wood, especially
where the forest has been cut down. You can
burn much more and at the same time save
more ashes than in the winter and spring.
Every 300 bushels of ashes, well saved and
kept dry until the next crop, is the equivalent
of any ton of Peruvian guano. Ashes capnot
be misapplied on well drained land, as you may
sow them in the drill or broadcast or compost
tbem. On many farms ttere is a suflicient
quantity of timber that is rotting to make 8
large quantity of this plant-food. Ashes are
good for all crops. Nothing have we tried yet
that is better.—Journal.

TRAINING WISTERIAS.

The Gardener's Monthly says: ** We should
like to call attention to a note we gave last
year, that some beautitul objects for lawa de-
corations can be made ol wisterias by training
them as standards, A young plant is sclected
and trained to a stake six feet high, When the
plant reaches this it is beaded off. The second
year the stake may be taken away, and the
young plant will support itself. It will never
make running branches after this, as it takes
all its nutritive power to overcome gravitation
and sustain itselt erect. A beautitul umbrella-
like head is formed, and its bundreds of droop-
ing flowers in spring thus show to advantage.
Another point of interest to a nurseryman in
this is, that with this check to growth the re-
productive powers are called into play, and
the plants then usually produce seed abundani-
ly. There is hope for numerous improved va-
rieties as soon as these facts become generally
known. This is a very good season to train
plants up for this purpose.”

Houn. M. P. Wilder for keeping pears: ** Win-
ter pears are kept in the cellar of his fruit-
house, which bas a dry cemented floor. No
ice is used for cooling it. The fruit is picked
in square market boxes, bolding about a bash-
el each and placed in the cellar one above the
other, with slats at the cornmers, so that the
boxes will not press upon the fruit, and will
admit a circulation of air between them. On
cold October nights the windows are-opened
for the admission of cold air, closed at daylight,
and kept closed until another cold night en-
sues. If carried successtully through October
in this way, there is no more difficulty about
controlling the temperature, and he keeps win-
ter pears, both for market and for home use,

with the results already given.”
