The terrible effect of the fire of the 
great German siege guns was mention 
ed by another Marine.

“Antwerp is in ruins," he said. “The 
buildings went down like a pack of 
cards under the terrific fire of the big 
guns. The firing was not precisely 
accurate in the military sense of the 
word, but there was no need for that. 
The German gunners just got the ap­
proximate range, and then there was 
no hope for thep lace. They just drop 
ped their great shells in, and every­
thing near went up. The town is now 
a waste of ruins.

“Our Marines and the Naval Bri­

gade fought well, but they did not get 
a chance to do much. It was chiefly 
an artillery fight, and our men had to 
keep steady under an awful fire. It 
was a frightful experience, 
screech of the shrapnel was nerve- 
shattering. The casualties were not 
heavy. Our men kept wonderfully 
cool, and during the last few days 
their losses v/ere inconsiderable.”

“It was the German artillery that 
took Antwerp," said another of the 
arrivals. “It was vastly superior to 
that of the Belgians. We went into 
the Belgian forts, and their guns did 
not seem to me as big as our 6 in. 
gun. It was the German 12 in. gun 
that did most of the damage. Airmen, 
using smoke bombs, gave them the 
range, and then they let us have it; 
but our men were fine. They were 
just overwhelmed by vastly superior 
numbers, and when we left on Thurs­
day it was the last chance we had ot 
escaping.”

At this critical moment the Prussian 
Guard again showed their notorious 
defiance of death.

While the greater part of the Ger­
man army retreated in the direction 
of Rheims, a regiment of German in­
fantry of the Guard attacked the 
French infantry. Not less than five 
times the Germans, advanced, 
nearly all of the crack regiment 
annihilated.

After the fifth assault the remain­
der turned their rifles downwards— 
a sign of surrender. Hardly 100 of 
the whole regiment remained. All 
were wounded. They had lost about 
3,000 men.
