Then there are 
the fisheries and our agricultural re­
sources, both of which are showing grati­
fying changes for the better. The op­
portunities for advancement in this coun­
try were numerous and young men 
should take advantage of them. He was 
of those who could - make himself com­
fortable and at home anywhere.

The undersigned believe that it would 

be of great advantage to have such 
amendments of the license fciws enacted 
as woifld provide that In case of a sec­
ond conviction of any breach of any of 
the provisions thereof, if the licensee be 
a tenant, the lease shall become void, If 
the lessor so desires, and that In case of 
a third or subsequent conviction the li­
cense Itself £*hall be forfeited and the 
same premises shall nst be licensed for 
h term of years. In all count! 
cities where the Scotjt Act is now 
or to which it may herea/ter be put In 
force, the undersigned consider it would 
be an advantage to have a vote taken 
once In every three years on the* simple 
question : "Shall the Scott Act be con­
tinued in force for the ensuing three 
years?” the vote toeing simple yes or no. 
The law might be so amended so as to 
admit of this vote toeing taken in connec­
tion with the municipal elections. In like 
manner, in every parish or municipality 
where the local option law Is in, force, a 
vote should -be taken every three years 
on the simple question: "Shall licenses Is­
sue in —?” and the answer to this question 
should settle the matter for the ensuing 
three years, when a vote should be again 
taken. Such a system would (have the 
effect to putting an end to the uncertain­
ty as to the feelings of the population on 
the subject and would avoid the expense 
of special elections, which consideration 
undoubtedly prevents in many cases An 
expression of public opinion being ob­
tained.

of the undersigned prejudicially affect 
the business, Industrial and commercial, 
interests of the country. The effect of 
the law on the Federal, Provincial and 
Municipal revenues would be to practi­
cally destroy them. In Quebec the wiping 
out of so large a sum as $600,000 would 
prove Severely embarrassing. It may be 
asked is prograss In the States of the 
United States which, have adopted pro­
hibitory laws has been .greater than in 
the various Provinces of Canada, where 
the law has been just what has been de­
scribed. The commissioners answer in
the negative. .........

The commissioners cannot agree with 
the view so earnestly put forward by 
some church organizations and many 
witnesses that the recognition of the traf­
fic by licensing is an Immoral andinatio- 
al sin. On the other hand they are of the 
opinion that the combined system of li­
cense and regulation which for centuries 
has been the rule of civilized nations with 
such amendments as experience has 
proved and shall from time to time prove 
to be needful, in order to make it more 
efficient, should not be departed from. 
The majority of the commissioners hold 
that a prohibitory law would not lessen 
the evils alleged to be attributable to in­
toxicants toy the dhurches, and they fur­
ther think that such a law could not 
be enforced. It would be a coercive meas­
ure, dealing with a matter which jnany 
people claim the right to think for them­
selves. In the event of the removal of 
business by the passage of a prohibitory 
law, those affected would certainly be 
entitled to compensation. The keeping of 
a complete register of manufacturers, 
dealers in, or vendors of liquor through­
out the Dominion is much desired. To ac­
complish this the putting on of a special 
Dominion tax, which would not, ‘how­
ever, hold the person so taxed above any 
municipal or Provincial law, is urged. 
A complete record should be kept of 
these licenses in every part of the coun­
try. The relation, if any; of the number 
of licensed places to the number and 
character of crimes and offenses commit­
ted In each district could toe readily 
traced r The officers of the Dominion Gov­
ernment charged with the collection of 
the special tax would be able to render 
efficient aid to the Municipal and Pro­
vincial officers in preventing the Illicit 
sale of intoxicants.

The undersigned ‘ believe that the im­

position of high license fees, a more 
strict supervision of the places licensed, 
a thorough Inspection of liquors, and 
an efflicient enforcement of the law, 
would materially improve the character 
of the establishments where liquor is 
sold and put an end to many of the evils 
which now result from the traffic. A law 
which punishes the citizen who vends 
liquor contrary to its provisions, yet per­
mits the citizen who purchases what is 
sold Illegally to escape punishment, can­
not be considered oth^r than an un­
equal and one-sided law. The undersigned 
are of the opinion that both parties to 
what is an iMegal transaction, should be 
made equally guilty in the eye of the 
law. The spending of money unnecessar­
ily on and the ovet-lndulgence of liquors 
amongst the working classes, the under­
signed are convinced frequently result 
mot so much for the love of liquor as 
from the love of sociable society and the 
comfort which Is found in places where 
the sale takes place, but in many in­
stances is not to be met with in their 
own homes. Discomfort, badly-cooked 
food, and ill-ventilated dwellings have 
much to answer for in connection with In­
temperance. Attention to these matters, 
and more especially to the training of the 
female portion of the population in a 
knowledge of domestic economy and 
household duties, the undersigned are 
satisfied ^ould have an elevating and 
most beneficial effect. In the past, in not 
a few counties in which the Scott Act 
was adopted, there has been a failure to 
apply the amounts collected for fines to 
the enforcement of the law. Inspectors 
have not been appointed nor returns made 
to the Provincial Governments, as pre­
scribed by the law, and it may also be 
added that in many instances .they have 
not been asked for.

A NEWSPAPER’S RESPONSIBILITY
The Court of Appeal rendered judg­

ment at Montreal a few days ago in 
•the case of Dr- Leonard and the 
Presse. This was an action by which 
the doctor claimed $10,000 damages on 
^account of a report 
Presse, alleging that he had been ar­
rested on a charge of having given a 
•prescription which caused the death of 
a*child, while, as a matter of fact, It 
was subsequently shown that Dr. Leo­
nard had simply filled the prescription 
in/ his drug store at Ste. Cunegonde. 
After the institution of the action, the 
Presse offered a settlement by paying 
•$100 and costs to date, and the publica­
tion of a retraction! This was refused, 
and in his reply to the plea, the doctor 
alleged that no retraction having been 
published, he could not ascertain 
whether such a retraction would have 
rendered $100 a sufficient indemnity for 
the damage suffered. In the Superior 
court, Judge Archibald considered the 
tender of the Presse sufficient, and 
rendered judgment accordingly. In ap­
peal, Judge Hall, rendering -the judg­
ment of the court, held that whatever 
may have been the license taken by 
the press,: of late years, in publishing 
the sensational details of preliminary 
court proceedings, which are generally 
mere investigations of search, but of­
ten result in serious injustice being 
done meanwhile to the parties inter­
ested, such license could certainly not, 
justify incorrect reports. The court 
below recognized that there had been 
Incorrectness In the report, but in the 
opinion of this court there was an 
error of omission In the judgment. The 
Presse certainly admitted that $100 was 
not sufficient compensation, since it 
offered therewith a retraction to which 
a certain, value must be attached. The 
court below might have furnished the 
further compensation, either by order­
ing the publication of the retraction, 
or by allowing a larger amount of 
damages. In appeal, the retraction 
coulc^not be enforced, both on account 
of the want of necessary machinery to 
have the order carried out, and also 
because such retraction, at this remote 
date, would 'be more prejudicial than 
profitable. The only ’remedy left in 
■the hands of this court was to increase 
the amount of damages, and this rem­
edy it applied by increasing the 
amount to $300.

The treatment of habitual drunkards 

is a subject the commissioners consid­
er requiring the most anxious and careful 
attention. No merely financial considera­
tions should in their opinion prevent the 
best remedial measures being adopted 
to reclaim the victims of intemperance. 
That the methods at present in vogue are 
not only inefficient but as a general rule 
demoralizing is the almost unanimous 
opinion of those who .have to administer 
the law, and of all who have to do 
with the police courts and jails of the 
country, in so far as the commissioners 
have been able to elicit their views. The 
same offenders are again and again In 
the course of the year brought before 
the courts to be subjected to the same 
penalties, and are a body, luckily for 
Canada, not so large as In many other 
countries, who march In procession from 
the streets fro the police station, from 
the police stations to the courts, from 
from the courts to the gaols, and from 
the latter back to the streets, repeating 
their pilgrimages many times Annually. 
The associations and experiences of the 
common gaols of the country cannot be 
considered to have either a deterrent or 
elevating influence upon such persons. 
The young return from their enforced re­
tirement on each occasion with blunted 
moral feelings, and a lessened regard for 
law and order in general, and the har­
dened offender with those of complete 
indifference. It is claimed by many that 
much can be done by scientific treatment 
to reform the intemperate, and It would 
seem to be the wise course to have these 
claims investigated, but under any cir-, 
cumstances the undersigned consider the 
present plan of committing drunkards 
to the common gaol for short periods 
after the second or third offence- has 
been committed, should be abandoned ; 
that provision should be made for the 
establishment of places to which they 
could be committed for such time as 
might be deemed desirable on probation, 
to be released at the end of such terms 
only on the certificate of the judge or 
magistrate committing them; that whilst 
under this restraint they should be sub­
jected to such treatment as might be 
deemed fitting and calculated to lead to 
their reformation, being in the meantime 
made to work so as to earn as much 
towards their own support and the sup­
port of those dependent upon them as 
practicable.

ENTREMETS. CHIEF JUSTICE DA^TE. The compilation of returns of the in­
mates committed to and remaining In 
gaols, asylums, almshouses and reform­
atories with the cost of these institutions 
as well as complete returns of the num­
ber and class of licenses Issued in each 
city and county and of the amounts col­
lected therefor, would afford the means 
of estimating more accurately the results 
of the various systems in force through­
out the country for regulating the liquor 
traffic, and would unquestionably lead 
to a more rigid enforcement of the law. 
In one of the Provinces the information 
referred to is obtained and embodied in 
returns laid before the Legislatures an­
nually; in some it is obtained in part, but 
not turned to any practicable account, 
whilst in others the matter is wholly ne­
glected. The commissioners believe it 
would lead 'to a much better understand­
ing and appreciation of the extent and 
effects of the liquor traffic, and that the 
results which would flow from the dis­
semination of such information would 
amply repay the country for the cost of 
collecting, classifying and publishing such 

. statistics annually. The matter of ex­
penses has undoubtedly in some cases 
deterred the Provincial and Municipal 
Governments from doing this in the past 
and if the work is to be done efficiently 
in the future and so as to embrace the 
whole country, it will have to be done 
by and at the cost of the Dominion Ciw- 
ernment.

Tarte au Rhubarb. no man
ministration of justice, but from his 
knowledge of the man he believed these 
would be done faithfully-and well. Great 
lawyers, as a rule, make good judges. 
This was the case in England, where 
there existed a strong bench, as well as a 
strong bar. To those who 'had made such 
graceful allusions to himself he was 
thànkful, and expressed himself as ex­
tremely pleased at being present on this 
occasion to do honor to one for whom he 
entertained great respect and esteem.
Judge Harrison, of Nanaimo, respond­

ed in a humorous speech, in which he re­
ferred to the cordial relations existing 
between the Black Diamond City and 
Vancouver. He created roars of laughter 
by reference to Victoria being south of 
the 49th parallel and the old time prac­
tices there, when the court frequently 
adjourned to enjoy a game of cricket. 
The Province had made great strides 
since those days. He hoped to see the 
time when British Columbia would not 
only have Cabinet, but likewise Supreme 
court representation. (Applause.) To 
Justice McCrelght the bar of this country 
is much indebted for many of the ex­
cellent acts found in the Statute books. 
To him personally in days gone by he 
•had been a good friend and wise coun­
sellor. He joined with those preceding 
him in his congratulations to the Chief 
Justice on his elevation to the most ex­
alted position in the Province.

Judge Bole delivered one of his charac­
teristic and extremely humorous speeches. 
In the political arena in by-gone days 
he had differed at times with the Chief 
Justice, but he had always found him 
to be a gentleman whom be had to 
respect. As lawyers at the bar they had 
also crossed swords, but with the feeling 
that each was a gentleman and members 
of a noble and honorable profession. He 
congratulated the Chief Justice upon at­
taining the highest legal position in the 
Province. He knew he was a square man 
and that he would prove himself thor­
oughly efficient, as well as a popular Chief 
Justice.

Chief Justice Davie, in a neatly worded 
speech proposed the Bar, coupling with 
the toast the names of Chas. Wilson and 
A. H. Macneill.

Mr. Wilson responded in a short, but 
pithy speech, in which he related many 
incidents connected with the early days 
of the Chief Justice and himself, whilst 
they were in partnership, and the qual­
ities of good-heartedness which the dis­
tinguished guest they were entertaining 
that evening even then displayed. Mr. 
Wilson introduced several amusing anec­
dotes during his speech which were 
propriate and thoroughly appreciate by 
the happy company.

FARM TO SELL OR LEASE
BIG MINING DEAL.

A deal was made on Thursday, says 
the Rossland Miner, in which Michael 
Sullivan and W. Dunn are Interested as 
vendors, and J. L. Wilson, W. Clayton. 
Millar and John M. Burke as purchasers. 
The properties which changed hands, were 
the R. E. Lee, Maid of Erin mineral 
claims, and the price was $36,000. The 
R. E. Lee and Maid of Erin were staked 
last October, and very little attention 
was paid to them until development work 
this spring proved that there was a 
showing of no ordinary size on the 
ground. A shaft has been sunk 30 feet 
on the Maid of Erin and an open cross­
cut run on the R. E. Lee. No very 
high assays have been obtained out of 
the ore in the crosscut, which has been 
run 27 feet without finding the hanging 
wall, 36 feet of It through solid ore, look­
ed distinctly more favorable. John M.

The investigations of the commissioners 

have satisfied them that the convictions 
for the second or subsequent offenses 
as such against the license laws by the 
holders of licenses amounts in many 
places to only a small proportion of the 
cases which happen, and hence, what the 
law contemplated, viz.: heavier penalties 
for repeated offenses, are not inflicted as 
they should be. This in part arises from 
the difficulty of proving previous convic­
tions. To remedy this the license certifi­
cates should be of a moderately perma­
nent character, and such as could be 
produced in court in any case of com­
plaint, the annual renewals being repre­
sented by a separate certificate or re­
ceipt that in any case of complaint «he 
defendant should be caHed upon to pro­
duce tols license, and every conviction 
should be endorsed thereon. No transfer­
able license should be permitted whilst 
any case is pending against the holder. 
The licensing of saloons, the only busi­
ness of which Is the sale by retail of in­
toxicants, the commissioners consider 
should be put an end to. There is no jus­
tification for their existence founded upon 
necessity, and it is certain that most of 
the evils which arise out of the immod­
erate use of intoxicants have their origin 
in or are encouraged by the existence 
of these saloons. The commissioners are 
of the opinion that that no one should be 
granted a license for any saloon or res­
tai rant in which meals are not regularly 
supplied to all who may require them, 
and that the law should not be evaded by 
such practices as are now resorted to; 
that the authority to seel Should be re­
stricted in these places to selling only 
to those who partake of and pay for their 
meals. They are also of .the opinion that 
no one should be given a license for an 
Inn or tavern which has not the neces­
sary accommodation in the ^hape of 
rooms and beds and facilities for sup­
plying meals to a reasonable number of 
persons at one and the same time.
