
THE STAR
NANA SAHIB.

- A correspondent of the N. Y. world 
writing from.Toronto under date, 2nd 
inst., supplies the following in reference 
to Nana Fah'b:—

Rev. Jt hn Greenfield, Rector of 
Oxford, in this Province, makes a sin* 
cular contribution to the history of the 
Nsttaa. He ,was Chaplain of the Thir­
teenth Regiment, under Lord Mark 
Kerr, and during 1859-60 io pursuit 
of the fugitive—a pursuit at last so 
close that the cavlary were but a few 
hours behind him when he escaped into 
Nepaui. Sir. Jung Bahadoor, the 
Maharajah, loaned them a regiment of 
cavalary to assist in quelling the in­
surrection. Correspondence concern 
ing the surrender of the fugitive passed 
between him and the English Govern'’ 
met at Calcutta. Mr. Greenfieldn 
states that he has no right to state its 
character, but th^ result was that the 
Nana’sextraditiop was not urged. The 
disinclination of the Maharajah to sur­
render the Nana iÿ accounted for by the 
fact that Sir Jufcg Bahadoor’s party 
are Rajpoots, and* consequently would 
be reluctant to give up to death unques­
tionably the most importai t member of 
the caste who docs not wear a crown.

Mr Greenfield then goes on to des 
cribe his|visit ‘ some years after’ the 
rebellion, to the court of Nepaui,where 
he was the guest of General Ramsay, 
the British Resident. General Ramsay 
he states explicitly. ‘ with verly little 
reserve,’ that 1 the Government very 
well knew where the Nana was ; that 
Sir Jung Bahadoor would not give him 
up unless strongly pressed to do so,and 
that he had promised to take care of 
him, there the matter rested. On a 
subsequent occasion | General Ramsay 
pointed out to Mr. Greenfield the house 
where the Nana and his mother still 
lived.

The letter concludes as follows :
s< The matter about the Nana's death 

is just one of those doSg's of which 
Easterns are so capable. The Shroddh 
is a religious ceremony involving the 
burning of the body. The Nana was 
leaving the sacred Hiodoo, and when 
lie crossed the northern boundary of 
Napaul and was likely to pass his life 
and to die anions the unholy outcasts 
It was necessary therefore that in ord r 
to hide among ttie holy gods, alter this 
life his ashes should be^on sacred soil. 
For this purpose, it is said one little 
finger was the body of the Nanajwhich 
was burnt in the Shroddh. and secured 
his rest among the pure caste above. 
When it wasisafe to do so l e returned 
to Napaue, and I doubt not is there 
now.

‘‘From what I have said you will see 
that our Government are likely to know 
ju.-t as well where “the Nana is as 
where our Governor General of India 
is. What then, does the present stir 
mean ? it may be asked. Is it a featln r 
thrown up by those interested to see 
how the wind blows, and no one-is more 
likely to be so than the Maharajah hims 
self. Nepaui is not rich, and such a 
pensioner as the Nana is not in favor 
with the Durbar. The task, too, of 
being keeper to such a person is not 
likely to be pa-latable to Jung Bahadoor 
forever. It has given him influence 
for a time, for it was bearding the 
British lion ; but that conceit has long 
since passed away, I expect the excite- 
ment consequent upon what has hap­
pened will settle the matter forever and 
the Nana will be left to die in. Nepau 
It has been a well played trick, but I 
expect our Indian Governmeut will say 
4 it is too thin.’ ”
