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The Boston Journal has taken
a glance at the political situation
in this country and has made _the
following interesting observation:
«The Canadian liberals are false
to their name in taking upan
economic policy which has just
been overwhelmingly condemned
by the enlightened sentiment of
the American people. Free trade
has been rejected by every im-
portant country in the world, with
-one exception. To endorse this
dogma is libralism, but
Bourbonism.”

The News-Advertiser of Van-
couver, B. C,, in a recent issue con-
tained the following prophecy:
“And so—after seventeen years of
efforts to formulate s trade policy
—the unhappy hosts—with that
awful Durham denunciation still
ringing in their ears—are march-
ing forward to meet another of
those defeats which the voters of
the Dominion have periodically
inflicted on the great Canadian
Kné§ Nothing Party.” This is
rathér an ominous prediction for
the Liberal Party, whose leading
members, were recently described
by an enthusiast as “chirpy, con»
fident, mastdrful, and aggressive.”

The fishery report submitted to
Parliament the other day shows
that the value of tbe fisheries in
1894 was $20,720,000, being a
slight increase over the previous
year. The Nova Scotia increase
was one hundred and forty thous-
and, and that of New Brunswick
over six hundred thousand in ad-
vance of 1893. There was a large
decrease in British Columbia and
the Northwest. The largest gain
was in herring, cod and pickerel,
and the Jargest loss in salmon and
white fish. The total yield of last
year was the largest in the history
of the country. The value of the
fishing plant is nine and a half
millions, or three-quarters of a
million in excess of any previous
vear.

A debate took place in the
British House of Commons on Fri-
day last, on the second reading of
the new bill for the regulation of
sealing in Behring Sea Thomas
Gibbens Bowles, conservative
member of parliament from Lynn,
Regis, asked whether Canada had
consented to the arrangements
embodied in the bill. He com-
plained that while America had
made restitution for the unlawful
seizure of sealers, Russia had not
moved in the matter. He moved
an amendment against withdraw-
ing of Brtish protection 'from
British subjects and subjecting
them in time of peace to search
and seizure by foreign naval offi-
cers. Sir Edward Grey, parlia-
mentary secretary to the foreign
office, replied that the Russian dis-
pute was still under negotiation.
Coutinuing, he said that the gov-
ernment had done everythingto
meet _the Canadian objections con-
sistent with executing the agree-
ment with Russia. He believed
that the restrictions imposed by
the bill were only fair and reason-
able. Mr. Bowells amendment
was rejected by a vote of 87 nays
to 11 yeas. Thesecond reading of
the bill was postponed.

Advices of the 1st instance,
from New Westminister, B. C,, say
the customs returns for May may
be taken as the most important
index of the prosperous building
up of that young Province that
has ever been recorded. In the
first place, say the advices,it shows
a slight increase—the figure is
$7,349,72—in the amount of col-
lection from dutiablegoods brought
into this port. . But when we
look at the exports, a total $35,
340 sent out in the month of
May, 1894, and compare them
with the amount exported in May
1895, $293,083 we find an increase
of $257,743. This simply means
that our mines have increased
their output and export to over
a quarter of a million dollars, and
it may be said that they have
hardly yet got a fair start, and are
only just beginning to get a move
on. In the items of the next im-
portance the fisheries $3,593, re-
presents only the amount of fresh
fish, nearly all spring salmon.
Lumber in round figures $10,000
makes up the total; all items

showing an increase over the ex-|

ports of May, 1894. With regard
to the fish produects of this port
it is estimated that the provincial
consumption~of salmon, halibut,
stirgeon, etc., 18 more than double
any former year, while_ the. local
building purposes in the past
month has been well up to :the
average for the same period in
former seasons.

As will be seen by reference to the
report of Parliamentary proceedings
at Ottawa, Mr. L. H. Davies has
lately been distinguishing bimself by
opposing the vote covering the ex-
penditure incurred by the Government
in connection with the funeral of the
late Sir Jchn Thompson, as well as
the Parliamentary grant to Lady
Thompson, the late Premier’s widow.
The peculiar circumstances surround-
ing the iate lamented Premier’s death
and the noble and generous manner
in which the Imperial Government

dealt with the case, made it next to
impossible for the Governmeat of

r-

Oanada to perform their part, with
becomirg honor and dignity, without
ingurring a very large expenditure.
{n honoring the illustrious dead they
were honoring the couatry, to whose
service he had devated his best years
and bad consecra'ed his great intel
ectual powers. The expsnses incur-
red by Engluad in connection with
the sad eve:t, possibly reached 450,
ooo sterling ; yet nota voice was
raised against it in the Imperial Par-
iament. Bu’ they believed in hon.
oring the Empire’s great men .Hon-
or is the incentive of noble minds.
[a discussing this question in Parlia-
ment and in voting on it, it is satisfac-
tory to notice that men on the opposi-
tion side of the House supported the
Ggdvernment, Mr. Laurier, Sir Rich-
ard Carthwright, Mr. Edgar, and
sther promiment members voted with
the Government. By this action these
men have shown that they are capa-
ble, on occassion, of rising above
party feeling and placing themselves
on record in support of a worthy
cause. Not so, however, with our
Mr Davies. He must carry his bit-
terness and his prejudice to the furth-
est extreme. The grave of the dead
‘eader has not effect in tempering his
party rancor. Copduct of this kind
gives strong indieatious of-an igaoble
mind. Ittends to degradea man
and to pull him down from the pedes-
tal on which reason has placed him,
above all other animals. A live ass
may kick a dead lion, although during
life he would fight shy of the ikng
of the forest.

Hon. J. G. Ward, Treasurer
and Postmaster General of New
Zealand, was at Ottawa a week or
two ago, whither he had come, on
his return from London, at the
special invitation of the Govern-
ment to confer on the question of
the Pacific’ mail service and the
proposed cable, as well as the de-
velopment of closer trade relations
between the Dominion and the
antipodean colony. From Ottawa
Mr. Ward started across thecontin-
ent via the C. P. R., to Vancouver,
there to take a C. P. R. Steamer
for home. In an interview,he made
some most interesting statements
regarding our sister Colonies be-
neath the Southern Cross, and his
own colony of New Zealand, in
particular. He considers the
Australian colonies far in excess
of the second rate powers of Eu-
rope, in commerce, financial re-
souyrces and weath of natural pro-
ducts. He says New Zealand,
with a population of a little over
700,000, will begin the next finan-
cial year with a surplus of $2,-
150,000, When the Australian
colonies were suffering from fin-
ancial collapse, New Zealand had
$15,000,000 worth of unpledged
securites lying to its credit in
London, and was, at the same
time, able to help out -its leading
banking institution in time of dan-
ger, with a guarantee of $10,000,-
000 in addition to the bank’s capi-
tul. The annual revenue of the
colony is about $22,000,000 and
the expertliture $21,333,500. The
gross debt is £39,526,000 which is
decreasing. The wealth per head
of population is $1.160, exceeded
only by Great Britain. The yearly
imports are valued at $33,944,-
315, and the exports at $46,196,-
885, a large increase in fifty years.
Mr Ward gave details of the rail-
way mileageand many other inter-
esting facts about the island col-
ony, such as the system of aid ex-
tended to intending settlers, ag-
ricultural and pastoral resources
and manufacturing interests. Re-
garding the last named, he said,
that in 1893, 29,000 people were
employed who received upwards
$11 000,000 in wages. The mater-
ials operated upon were valued at
$17,355,000, while the manufac-
tured goods. turned out were
worth $37,200,000. Mr Ward
stated that New Zealand took a
deep interest in the project of lay-
ing down n all British cable be-
tween that”colony and Canada,
#nd that he himself was the first
person to move in the matter on
the-occasion of the cable confer-
ence at Brisbane a few years ago.
Being asked if his colony was in-
terested in the proposed Canadian
Pacific mail service, he answered
as follews : “Yes we take a keen
interest also in that highly import
ant sgbject, and I am glad to see
that both Canada and New Zea-
land already recognize their wmu-
tual interests in the matter. There
is'no doubt in my mind that the
remarkably picturesque scenery
and salubrious climate: of - New
Zenland, which offer so many al-
ternatives to theé tourist and the
seeker after health resorts, added
to the faet that the voyage across.
the Pacific is in comparatively
smooth water, need only an effici-
enb mail service to greatly in-
crease the passenger traffic be-
tween the Australian colonies,
New Zealand and Canada. With
the growing disposition on the
part of both countries to admit
each other’s product the favor-
able terms, a great jmpetus would
be imparted by the carrying oyt
of these proposals to trade and
commerce between them. I re-
cognize and fully appreciate the
epterprising spirit that your gov-
ernment has shown in their . ef-
forts to foster internal trade with
the colonies, and in so far as we
in New Zealand are able to recip-

rocate we will gladly do so.”

Bishop MoDonald Arrives Eome.

His Lordship Bisnop. McDonal{,
accompanied by Rev. Dr. Walker,
arrived home from his visit to Rome
on Monday eventng last. They, in
company with Bishop Sweeney of St.
John, and Bishop Cameron of Anti-
gonish. arrived at Remouski on the
mail Steamship Perisian on Saturday
afternoon last. Thence they took the
express mail train,for Halifax and St.
John, and arrived at Moncton on
Sunday morning, where they remained
till Monday, when they crossed to the
I<1ind on the Northumberlind, and
reached here on Monday evening, as
above stated. ;

A large crowd, including very Rev.
Mgr, McDonald, V. G ,-and several
other members of the clergy,assemblzd
it the r« lvay station, to we'come His
Lordship nowe. As the train pul ed
nto i -e statior, the League of the
Cross Band sent forth its sweet strains.
After a few minutes of band-shaking
and kindly. greeting, His Lordship
was escorted to his carriage, and pro-
ceeded to the Cathedral, - preceded
by the band, tbe crowd f(liowing.
By the time the Cathedral was reach-
ed a vast congregation had assembled.
His Lordship having vested in cope
and mitre and bearing bis crosier
officiated. at sclemn B:nediction of
the Blessed Sacrament. Immediately

Deum was sung.

His Lordship and Rev. Dr. Walker
1:ft here for Georgetown on the 1oth
of April.  From t here they crossed
to Pictou on the 11th in the Stanl:y.
Thence they proceeded to Halifax,
where they were joined by the Bishops
of St. John and Antigonish and all
took shipping for Liverpcol, on the
Parisian, on Saturday April 13'h.
They reached Liverpool on Monday
April 22nd, and London by rail the
same evening. - Thence they proceed
ed on their journey without much
d.lay, arriving in Paris on Wednesday
the 24th, leaving there the fo l>wing
day and arriving in Rome on Satur-
day morning the 27th, a fortnight
from the day they sa:led from Halifax
They remained in Rome nearly a
fortnight taking in the sights and
points of interest. On Friday May
the 3rd, they had an audience with
the Hcoly Father, and on the fcllow-
ing Friday, the 1oth, they started
on the return trip, travelling by
short stages aud visiting the principal
famous shrines and notable places in
Italy and France. The first stopping
place was Ancona, thence they went
to Loretto, not far distant, where they
bad :he happiness of saying Mass in
the Hcly House. From Ancona
they proceeded to Venice, the ancient
queen of the Adriatic. After taking
in the famous sights of this city on the
water, they visited Padua, and paid
their- respects to the tomb of St
Antony. Millan was the next stop-
ping place. The famous Cathedral
and the shrines of St. Charles Bor-
romeo, and St. Ambrosz were duly
visited.  Genoa, with its famous
cemetery, was next in the order of
stopping places.

From Genoa they passed through the
Riviera, stopping at Nice and other
places. From Marseilles,on their journey
through southern France they stopped
at the most notable places—Cette, Lour-
des, Bordeaux, etc., before coming te
Paris. After a brief stay in Paris, they
set out for Lomdon, via Dieppe and
Southampton. Two or three days were
spent in London, when they went to
Edinburg, on Satarday May 25th.
Haviog spent Sunday in Edinburg,
they started for Glasgow, thence across
the Trossacs. Here Rev. Dr. Walker
parted with his companions, and went
on to Oban, and from there went to
Uist, the home of his ancestors. 1t is
proper to meniion here that Bishop
Sweeney, on! account of feebleness, did
not accompany his fellow travellers to
the different places in Italy and France;
but came direct to Paris from Rome.
He joined them there and intended to
go with them to Scotland and Ireland.
He did not feel himself equal to the
task, however, 80 he remained in Lon-
don. And now, Father Walker having
started for the Western Isles, only
Bishops Cameron and McDonald wers
left to complete the visiting. On their re-
turn to London from Scotland,they start-
ed for Ireland. They visited Belfast,
Dublin, Cork, Killarney, and several
other places. In the meantime Bishop
Sweeny had came to Liverppol, and
Father Walker had joined him. On the
7th inst. Bishop McDonald and Bishop
Cameron boarded the steam tender at
Derry ard joined their travelling com-
panions, the same day, on board the
Parisian, at Moville. After a pleasant
passage they reached Rimouski, on Sat-
urday, as above stated.

His Lordship says the first appear-
ance of His Holiness impresses one with
the idea of great feebleness; but when
he begins to speak he becomes animat-
-ed, and shows signs of much vigor, not-
withstauding his 86 years. All the Is-
land students in Rome are well, and
were delighted to see the Bishop and
Father Walker.

They prefer, for political
advantage, to perpetuste - these grievances
in. thé full knowlegde of the evils and
hardships thereby inflicted on their fellow-
countymen. In their reply to the remedial
order of the Dominion Gover: t, the
Manitoba authorities evade, as far as pos-
sible, the principle involved. Good faith
and’ the observance of contracts is the
firat principle of goed government ; but
what is that to them in comparison with
political advantage? They advert = in
their reply to the great diffieulties they
labor under in maintaining an efficient
system of primary education. * The school
taxes, they say, bear heavily upon their
people. In this declaration they unwit-
tingly bear t}ie strongest testimony to the
hardships and disadvantages under which
the minority labor, inasmuch as they
have not only to pay these taxes which
bear #o heavily on the people in general ;
but other taxes equally heavy in order to
have such schools as their consciences ap:
prove,while deriving no benefit from the
taxes for the public schools. It will thus be
seen that the Manitoba Government hav
ing refused to remedy the evil complained
of, the question comes back to the Domin-
ion Government for action.

Dominion Parliament.

On Tuesday of last week, in the
House of Commons the minister cf
finance had to defend himself and the
gavernment against the oharge of -too
great economy. A petition was lately
presénted to parliament by the suditor
general protesting against the action of
the government in refusing to provide
means to promote two of the auditor’s
clerks to & higher class and for d-clining
to increase the audit office contingent
account. It was supported by Mr.
Mills, who brought the matter up, and
by Sir Richard Cartwright, The at-
tack and defence covers a good, deal of
ground. The auditor, who was sup-
ported by the opposition leaders, con
plains that the minister has a spite
against the audit department and dis-
criminates against it because the audi-
tor closely questions the items of expen-
ditare. - In reply. Hon. Mr. Foster
stated that if he refused to provide for
the increase of first class clerks in the
audit department he did the same in
the penitentiary, militia, public works
and guological survey, and varioue
other services. So he must have a
spite against all his colleagues. There
were three departments where the
number of clerks had been reduced,
and in the whole service there was no
increase of first class clerks—so there
was no discrimination. Another com-
plaint was that the contingency allow-
ance to the auditor was small. To this
Mr. Foster said that the auditor bad
a larger allowance than Mr Foster took
for himself in the finance department.
Mr. Mills protested becanse the au-
ditor's twenty-four clerks had a small
er average salary than the officiale
in the finance department or justice
or geological survey. To this Mr Fos-
ter repliad that the geological survey
staff were largely composed of accom-
plished geologists and cther scientific
men notto be compared with mere ac-

od out farther that while his own der
partment had no more clerks and cost
no more than it did fifteen years ago,
the auditors general’s staff had increas-
ed in number and cost by sixty-eight
per cent. As to department interference
with the anditor, of which Mr. Mills
complained, Mr Foster saidy that the
late S8ir John Thompson nﬁg himself
had introduced legislation to give the
auditor power to promote anl regulate
his own staff, a privilege the house had
taken away. Buat It was necessary
that the government should deal with
the cost of thig as all other departments
Messrs Mills and Cartwright intimated
that Mr Foster had not replied to the
auditor's request for increased allow-
ance. Tp this Mr. Foster said that he
had intended to bring the matter be-
fore the council. but in the meantime
the auditor who claims t)> be an officer
of parliament and not of the govern-
ment, had written him again saying
that if his ease' was not attended to by
the finance minster at once he would
bring it before the house. This letter
said Mr. Foster, wae put away, and
he took no further action. Mr Foster
said that tbe government would oppose
the request of an officer to appeal to
parliament for a larger grant of money
for his department. But he thought it
might be worth while to have a com-
mission to enquire into the present
method of audit. Sir Chatles Hibbert
Tupper § dis~ussed the status ot the
auditor general as an officer of the house
and the government,and spoke of the in-
delicate haste with which he had rushed
before parliament with his troubles.
The minister of justice, who criticised
somewhat severely the auditor’s me-
thods, was speaking af recess. It came
out in the discussion that the auditor
general had departed more than the
head of any othér department in the
whole pervice frop the rule to appoint
clorks at & miniimum and promote to
jigher class until the clerks had work-
ed their way to the head of their own
class. After dinner Mr Foster went in-
to & discussion of the audifor ganeral’s
manifesto, which he criticised with con-~
siderable severity. Messrs Davies,
Dicky and Laurier continued the dis-
cofggion. Mr Davigs gontended thst
the government desired to snppress the
audilor general because that officer ex-
posed their iniquity. He and Mr Laaur-
jer argued that whether the auditor
was right or wroag he opght to haye
his committee of enquiry. Hon. Mr.
Dickey said that the whole discussion
had grown up over the claim of the
apditor for the promotion of two clerkg
qpld 8 larger alloyange for e§tt9 ghrk\n,
The matter was not of great importance
bat the form of the suditor'’s petition
showed that since gentlemen -began to
praige higy he hgd beguy to think he
was placed in agthbrify oyer the gov-

ernment and parliament and everybod y
else. lhe debate collapsed before

countants. The finance minister pofut-

working on contracts in that country.

He proposed that the United Etates
contractors shounld not have the privi-
lege of taking a Canadian contract since
Canadians have no privilege in the
United States. He explained very
folly the nafure of ‘the federal and
state anti.alien laws. Hon Mr Haggart
gaid he understood and somewhat sym-
pathized with the view of the mover of
the bill, but he could not support all the
provisions of the measure, which went
farther than the framer intended. - The
bill would prevent giving small con-
tracts by she federal, provincial or
municipal government to persons in
foreign countries, some of which foreign
states had treated ns generously. Mr,
Haggart could not support the bill, but
intimated that the time might come
when legislation would be required to
meet the legislation of other countries.
Mr. Casey said the bill wag evidently to
create & contractors’ combine. Mr.
McLean of Toronto supported the prin-
ciple of the measure, but could not
gupport some of the details. Mr. Tis-
dale affirmed the principle that the fed-
eral government in giving contracts
should always prefer Canadian con-
tractors and workmen. He thought the
thanks of the country were due to Mr.
McLennan. Mr. McAllister pointed
oct that the measure as drafted would
exclude from contracts that class of
people who, though not citizens of Can-
ada, are regidents of the Dominion, and
property owners in this country. Thie
would be a hardship. The discussion
was continued by Messrs. McDonald of
Algoma, Gibson of Lincoln, Dr Sproule
and others. Mr. Taylor of Leeds com-
plained that the United States people
were getting fine contracts here all the
time, which in the gondition of Ilabor
and contractors was unfair. He pro-
posed that the bill be amended so that
it would bs brought into operation by
proclamstion of the governor general
and made applicable only sgainst sub-
jects of those countries which excluded
Canadians from the benefit of labor and
contract. Mr. Gillies of Nova Scotia
opposed jthe measure a8 too sweeping.
After recess Mr. M :Lennan’s alien con-
tract bill was stood over on motion of
Bon Mr Costigan adjodrning the debate
The house then took up Mr. Edgar's
bill, imposing & penalty on sny officer
or coutractor of a railway compary
having government subsidies who sab-
scribes or promises mooey for the prc-
motion of the election of & member of
parliament or the legislatare. The bill
was discussed by the Ontario and Que-
bec members. Sir Charles Hibbert
Tupper moved the adjournment of the
debate in order that he and his collea

gues might consult as to the action they
should take on the hill. Mr Edgar con-
gented to the adjournment and the
measure stands ovey.

Answering questions on Thursday,
Hon. Mr. Onimet stated there had been
three public fanerals since coufedera-
tion, that of Sir George Cartier cost ten
thousand dollars ; 8ir John McDonal i’s
six thousand nine hundred and thirty-
eight ; Sir John Thompson’s im the
neighborhood of the amount voted,
twenty-five thousand dollars.

B. E lsland. Hon, Mr. Costigan mov=
ed the second readieg of the fisheries
act, which provides that the sawdust
provisions of the fisnery laws may for
two years be suspended by the Govern-
ment. M-, Davies objscted to the mea-
sure a8 giving too much power to the
department. In reply it wasexplained
that optil last year the Goyernment al-
ways i toexempt. Lastyear's
legislation absolutely prohibited saw-
dust, but the lumbermen all dver Ca-
pada bhad complained that such per-
emptory and hasty legislation would, if
enforced, be disastrons. A long discus-
gion followed on the effect of sawdust
on naviga'ion and fisheries on vari-
ous streams. Mr, Kaulbach pointed out
that a strict enforcement of the present
law was very injurious to mill owners in
his county. After recess the House went
into committee of supply, Mr. Liaurier
gnnoqqglng that he woqld not bring the
Curran bridge matter up that day.
