In view

i this fact a report made by the City
Commissioners in November, 1906.
was adopted. This report provided
that on Jasper avenue one-third of
the cost of paving the street should
be charged to the municipality at
large, and two-thirds to the property
owners, both charges to spread over
a period of twenty years. On other
streets, one fifth of the .cost of paving
was to be charged to the munmicipal-
ity at large and four-fifths to the pro-
perty owners at twenty year terms
On streets not paved the full cost
of paving that portion of the street
used by the street railway was charg-
ed to the street railway system, and
debited to the city at large.

Coming down to figures in the mat-
ter of the pavement, Commissioner
Kinnaird stated that the total cost
of paving and laying rails on Jasper
avenue from Ninth street to Kinistino
avenue was estimated to be $206,363
.95. Of this $97,416.04 was chargeable
to the street railway system, $59,766.60
to the municipality at large, and $49.-
181.31 to the property frontage own-
ers. There are altogether 5,943 feet
to be paved on Jasper avenue, of
which 3,055 feet are already paved,
leaving 1,888 to be paved, on which
rails are to be laid,

The cost of street paving on Me-
Dougall street from College avenue
to Isabella, on Jasper from Ninth
street to Kinistino avenue, and on Na-
mayo avenue from Jasper to the C.
N. R. tracks, is estimated to be $208,-

The, estimated cost of the street
railway system on Jasper avenue from
Ninth street to Kinistino avenue, dou-
ble-track; on Namayo avenue from
Jasper avenue to the C.N.R. single
track; and switches and turnouts on
Namayo avenue and First street is
$200,000. "There is approximately 14,
300 feet of single track, or about 2%
miles. This will cost about $72,000
per mile. One hundred and twenty
thousand dollars of this total cost has
already been provided for, leaving
$380,000 to still be provided; $79,000
worth of material has been purchased
for the street railway, which will be
sufficient for approximately six miles
of gingle track, leaving sufficient ma-
terial on hand to build another three
niles of railway after that on Jaeper
Of the amount

and Namayo is built,
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to be spent, for the street railway sys.
tem $79,000 is for rails and material,
$97,416 for track laying on Jasper
avenue, double track, and $21,710 for
track laying on Namayo avenue, sin-
gle track. Fifteen hundred dollars
was also_added to pay for inspection
and other. incidentals in connection
anh' the installation of the system,
making the cost $199,526, or approxi-
mately $200,000.

: Considerable discusison of the ques-
tion followed. City Engineér Keeley
stated that the high cost of the street
raglway arose from the prevailing high
price of material and labor. The track
laid, however, was of the most mo-
dw_m plan. Eighty pound rails were
being laid on an S-inch concrete base,
He believed the cost of the street
railway compared very favorably with
that in other cities, considering the
cost of material and labor,

Used Money Elsewhere,

Several by-laws to provide for the
issuing .of debentures for various
amounts for municipal improvements
were then brought forward to be read.
Ald. Bellamy raised the question of
what would be done with the $850,000
worth of debentures to be issued. He
wanted to know if it was to be used
for new or old work. Commissioner
Kinnaird explained that some of the
money voted for certain purposes had
been used for other more urgent pur-
poses. This had been made necessary
owing t{o the financial position of the
city, as the banks had refused to loan
the city any more money, As soon as
the $850,000 debentures were gold the
money thus borrowed would be re-
raid to the department for which it
was originally intended.

As an example of the way this mon-
ey was used for other purposes, Com-
missioner Kinnaird stated that $170.-
000 had been voted for street paving
and the laying of street railway
tracks, Two hundred and forty-five

| thousand dollars had been spent in

this work, the balance being taken
from the amounts raised for other pur-
poses. For electric light and power
$120,000 was provided by Lv-law, and
$30,000 had been spent; $350,000 had
been spent for the extension of the
water and sewer mains and laterals.

The addition-
al cost was caused by the decision
to install a 1,200 phone system, the
cost of wiring, ete, This by-law was
passed after some discussion, to be
voted upon on February 24th, 1908,

By-law 166 to provide for the issue
of $60,000 debentures to pay for the
projected. improvewents, additions
and extensions to the electric lighting
system of the city was then read.
There was considerable discussion by
the aldermen over this question, as it
was not very clearly understood. It
was explained that the estimated cost
of the new plant was $140,000, $10,000
more would be required for the lead
line from the proposed site of the
plabt on the Gibbons property to the
city, This portion would not now
be needed as the plant was to be
pluced on the old site in the city, but
although it was suggested that the
$10,000 might be dedueted from the
$60,000 it was not carried out. Thirty
thousand dollars more was required
to pay for the extensions and im-
provements to the present plant dur-
ing the past year. A by-law had
been passed last year to raise $120,000
and the $60,000 now being provided
for was to make up the balance of the
sum required. The by-law was car-
ried, and will be submitted to the
ratepayers on February 24th.

Bylaw 167 was the next bylaw read.
This provided for the raising of $5,000
to> supplement the $10,000 and $15,000
ilready voted upon to pay for the er-
jecilon and equipment of the Isola-
tion hospital. This brings.the total
cost of this hospital up to $30,000,
_“Whew !”” said some one in the vis-
itors’ gallery when the total cost was
mentioned,

The aldermen, while in favor of pas-

{ To Double Track Namayo.

1 Before taking up the discussion of
:bylaws to provide for the street pav-

ing "and laying of the street railway
tracks contemplated this year the
question of whether a double or single
car track should be laid on Namayo
avenue was censidered. A deputation
irom Namayo avenue residents wait-
ed on the council regarding this mat-
ter and they were called upon to state
their case,

A. T. Cushing appeared on behalf
of the Namayo avenue residents to
request the council to provide for the
paving of Namayo avenue as far as
Clark street and to lay a double car
iine as far as the railway track. He
pointed out the business done on this
street and the growing importance of
it. Namayo avenue was 60 fet wide
and gave sufficient room for the op-
sration of a double street car line.
Double car lines were laid on streets
f no greater width than Namayo in
Toronto, Chicago and elsewhere, He
thought it would be false economy to
nly lay a single car line as a double
rack would have to be laid later. He
believed the laying of a single ecar
track would be a great hinderance to
.he business development of the
treet.

Mayor McDougall stated that per-
,onaily he wag in favor of double-
tracking all streets that would permit
of it if they were business streets.

Commisioner Pace estimated rough-
iy that a single track on Namayo to
the C. N. R. tracks would cost $52,000
and the double track $63,780. There
would also be a slight extra expense
or the turn-out, This would make
the extra cost of the double track
about $13,000.

Ald. Armstrong moved, seconded by
\ld., Fraser, that the car line on Na-
mayo avenue should . be double-
racked.

Ald.! McInnis opposed this motion.
He gave instances of where a single
car line had been successfully oper-
ated on a business street in Winnipeg
by use of the belt line idea. He, ac-
cordingly moved an amendment to
his motion that a single ear line
should be laid on Namayo avenue.
This amendment was seconded by Ald.
tsellamy.

Ald, Armstrong strongly urged the
establishment of a -double track car
line. In all modern cities the double
car line system on business streets
had been adopted. He believed be-
iore half the life of the pavement was
over the city would be of such a size
that a double car line on Namayo
would be a necessity. There could
not be a speedy transit with a single
car line, He was opposed on gen-
eral principles to the laying of a single
car-line on any street in the city. He
thought Edmonton should be built as
much for the future as for the pres-
ent.

In response to a question of Ald.
Bellamy, City Engineer Keeley stated
that there would tequire to be three
ieet space between the car lines, thus
making the total track allowance for
double track 16 feet.

Ald." Bellamy figured that by driv-

{ing close to the car track there would

to provide the sum of $40,000 to im- | e about 14 feet on each dide of the |

car lines for wvehicular traffic. He
emphasized the danger arising from
a double car line on a narrow streeét.
Moreover, ii the railway cost $72,000
per mile it was quite an additional
expense. A double track would not
be required for nearly 20 years on

Namayo and he questioned whether it |

would be wisdom to undertake this in-
i.ial expense for ten or fifteen yearas
1ence.

Ald. Lee believed in double tracking
where necessary, but he did not think
it was necessary on Namayo avenue
at the present time.

Ald. Armstrong then asked why this
principle of excessive saving had not
been applied to Jasper avenue. He
thought the rights of the ecity should
be respected,

Ald. Bellamy took exception to the
remarks of Ald. Armstrong regarding
single tracking Jasper avenue. The
business on ail side streets converged
to Jaeper avenue thus making this a
princgpal street, which would warrant
a double track.

The amendment was then put and
as supported by Ald. Bellamy, Me-
mnnis and Lee, and opposed by Ald.
Armsirong, Fraser and Anderson.

Mayor McDougall gave the casting
vote against the amendment and the
motion that a double track should be
laid on Namayo avenue was carried.
Ald. Manson was absent when the
vote was taken and Ald. Gariepy was
not present at the meeting.

Paying for Improvements.

The council then proceeded to con-
sider the question of financing the
sireet railway and paving proposi-
tions.. Bylaw 164 to raise the sum of
$30,000 to supplement the sum of $49,-
000 already voted and found to be in-
sufficient for the purpose of purchas-
ing rails, was read.

Ald. McInnis strenuously objected
to the idea that the commissioners
had evidently expended this amount
in the purchase oi this material with-
sut the authorization of the council,
He thought this a very wrong course
to pursue.

Commissioner Kinnaird replied that
ast year’s council had authorized ev-
ery cent that had been expended. They
had advised the increased cost of the
rails and other expenditure. It was
also a case of where a/bad estimate
had been made.

Ald. Lee thought the bylaw should
include the total cost of the contract
entered into so that the council
would not be compelled to go back to
the people again and ask ior more
money to finish the work. Ald. Lee
moved, scconded by Ald. Meclnnis,
that new bylaws be prepared covering
the cost on Namayo avenue and First
street, They thought it better to have
the matter settled than to vote-on a
bylaw when they were in the dark
regarding it.

Ald. Mclnnis thought the commis-
sioners and heads of the different de-
partments ehould have an estimate of
the expenditure of their depariment
for the year prepared about this time
of the year in order that the money
for these purposes might be provided
for,

Mayor McDougall replied that such
estimates were being prepared.

Commissioner Kinnaird did not ap-
prove of the motion of Ald. Lee to

{provide now for the expenditure on

First street. Next year the city de-
dentures would probably sell better
than this year and he did not think

tany more expense should be incurred

now than was absolutely necessary.

The motion was finally put to a vote
and wa3s lost by the casting vote of
Mayor McDougall. The bylaw was
then put and carried.

The last bylaw of the evening, by-
law 169, was then read. Thisz was to
provide for the raising of $13.000 to
supplement $121,000 already voted to
provide for the cost ot paving and
for the laying of the street railway
track in conjunction with the pav-
ing. The bylaw was carried without
much discussion to be voted upon on
February 24th,

The
government has no control over the
situation.
